Dr. Gritlith, a former practitioner in Ot-
tawa, who was senteaced to Kingston ‘peni-
tentiary for three years for bigamy, has been
released on the recommendation of the Min-
ister of Justice, and is now in Qttawa.

The City Solicitor of Kingston decides that
a suit may be entered to compel the water
works company to furnish pure water, bat
that the company cannot be compeiled to ex-
tend its pipe further into the lake.

Mr, Wesbrook, of the firm of Wesbrook &
Fairchild, and a member of the North Ameri-
can Manufacturing Company, of London, ex-
presses himself as being satisfied with the
prospects for the coming season’s trade in the
North-West. He anticipates a large immi-
gration, and, consequently, a large demand
for goods,

A by-law was submitted recently to the
electors of Stouffville to ®ncourage a company
in establishing in the corporation an agricui-
tural implement and engine and boiler works,
which resnited ‘in a majority of forty in
favour of the by-law. The contest was a
keen one, and considerable excitement pre-
vailed.

The Brantford Council on Monday night*|
resoived to accept the munificent offer of Mr,
J. H. Stratford to present the corporation
with a hospital building and grounds. The
cost of the site and buildings, which will be
completely equipped with every modern ap-
pliance for the comfort of invalids, is esti-
mated at $18,000.

The
summons was granted on’ the grognd of cor-
rupt practices, and will probably be argued
this week.

There seems to be some doubtas to the
efficiency of the Model schools which have
been established in different parts of -the
province.  .There is & disposition manifested
in 8t. Catharines to move for the abolition of
the school in that place, and it is Propcsed to
group the counties of Lincoln, Welland, and
Haldimand and have only one for the three.
The subject is worthy of the serious con-
sideration of the Government.

A summons ia the natare of a writ of quo
warranto was granted recently by Mr.
Dalton, in Chambers, on the application of
Patrick Kearns to test the validity of the
election of Dr. McConnell, as reeve of Brock-
ton, The ground of the application is that
toe doctor has uot got the necessary property
gualification. ~The ‘argumept is expected
next week. Disjualification seems to be
quite in order at Brockton just now.

A motion was made last week before the
Queen’s Bench Division by Mr. J. Bethune,
Q.C., for an order nisi to set aside the verdict
of the jury in thecase of Waiton v. Apjohn.
The action, 2s will be remembered, was one
brought against a Grit deputy returning offi-
cerior penalties under the Election Act for
corrupt practices committed at the Algoma
election. - The iary found the defendant
guilgy. The arzument of the case will be held
this weeis.

The conduct of the prosecution ia the
Weekes case has throughout been most ex-
traordivary. When the magistrate was
about to' give his decision on Saturday the
Crown prosecutor, wno has manifested a most
unulnrlnimu in the case, persisted in dis-
cussing the auestion of proof of the missing
document, with, the obvioss intention of
biassing the magistrate.

Bothwell Election,

In the Supreme Court on Tuesday in re the
Bothwell election case, the various ballots
dealt with by the court below to the letter
“*8” were discussed. 'Onall but two of these
the judges confirmed the court below. The
two were reserved.

Mr. Cameron, Q.C,, then took up the ques-
tion of the uninitialled ballots in Sombra,
where the depvty (returping officer at_one
polling division had placed ten baliots in the
box with both numbers and initials on the
ballot papers. . While he was counting these
ballots he used a piece of India rubber and
rubbed out both the initials and the num-
bers, Mr, Cameron contended $hat when
they were put into the box & means of identi-
fication had been given, and the returning
officer could not with a piece of rubber make
bad ballots good ones. As there was-no
means of ascertaining for whom they' were
cast, he contended that a new eiection should
be held in the interests of the electors,

Susan Gibbs’ Murder,

The Weekes Perjury Case,

Loxpox, Feb, 10, -—S?nirg ‘Hannah de-
livered the following judgment in the case
of James Wgekes, ugoc township, who
was charged with perjury by Edward Row-
land and other Grit conspirators of Strathroy
in December last :—— :

*‘This case js an extremely important one,
and one of which from the political element
that has been introduced into it, and from
the publicity imparted to it by newspapers,
bas occasioned great public interest. I have
therefore considered it wise to weigh my de-
cision with care, and to have the advantage
of consuitation with competent authorities
before coming to & conclusion, The defend-
ant Weekes has been charged with making a
false statutory declaration, and the doeu-
ment itself has mever been produced be-
fore me as @ true copy of the
original declaratiqn. The prosecution laboured
under some difficeIties in the absence of the
document, and they have diligently made
every effort to trace its whereabouts, having
subpeenaed for that purpose evervone most
likely to have hadl control of the document,
and even requiring; their own counsel to testify
in the matter, and no blame can rest on the
prosecution for the non-production of the
document referred to. Althought it might
well have been anticipated that a prosecution
would result from the denial by the defendant
of the statementys contained in the declara-
tions of Rowland and others, there are cases
where a magistrate may be fairly satisfied in
lus own mind of the guilt of the accused, yet
in consequence /of the want of some legal
proof, either by ‘the existance of the neces-
sary document, or absence in respect
to it, or in consequence of some
technicality, it becoms necessary to dismiss
the charge. This appears to me tobe a case
of that character. The necessary legal proof
in my opinion is wanting in this case in order
to justify me in yending the matter for trial
in the absence of the document upon which
the whole charg;e is based, and prooi of a true
copy of 1t from the evidence before me at thie
trial is insufficient to establish that document
which was produced as a true copy of the
missing docurnent. With this view of the
case I cannot, put the court o the expense of
a trial 1n thiy matter, which I am disinterest-
edly advjsed, and believe would fall to the
ground for t/he reasons before stated., At:the,
same tlpg think I'am . not going .beyond

i Qespising the conduct of the parties
who previiled upon a weak young man to
commit 8o glaring an act as demonstrated in
the fraud| practised on the defendant, and
I therefore dismiss the case.”

The counsel for the prosecution asked
that Rowland, the self-convicted liar under
oath, ba bound over to prosecute Weekes at
the nexf assizes, but as the Strathroy Ana-

[ nias did not, appear, no action was taken in

regard fo the request.

; QUEBEC.

‘ Montreal City Council has abolisted the
mayor's annual salary of two thousand dollars,
substituting the nomingl sum of one hundred
dollars,

The speech of Mr, Taillon on Saturday is
very - adversely mmented on as. unad-
vised, especially those parts where he threw
out a warning to the Dominion Government
that this province would secede from the
Confederation if an increased subsidy were re-
fused. His allusion also to his intention of
persevering with the lawsuits to enforce the
obnoxious business tax which the courts here
have declared ultra vires comes in for strong
condemnation,

The Provincial Treasurer Hints at Secei-
sion.

MoxTrEAL, Feb. 11.—Hon. Mr. Robertson,
the new Provincial Treasurer, was unani.
mously re-elected at Sherbrooke on Saturday.
In his speech to the electors after his return
he referred to the financial condition of the
province in the following terms:—He was
sorry to say the finances were not in a very
satisfactory state. He was not going to blame
anyone, it being enough for him to endeavonr
to prevent annual deficits. The Government
had to do one of two things :—Either curtail
the large annual expenditure, or coatinue it
and look t0 the people to supply the neces-
sary funds. He himself was opinion that the
first course should be adopted, and pronounc-
ed against a resort to direct taxation. He
hoped this could be done by obtaining the
assistance of the municipalities in bearing the
cost of the administration of - justice—a cost,
however, whicn the Dominion Government
should assume. :

Messrs, Talllon and Robertson Re-elected
bv Acclamation,

MoxTrEAL, Feb. 9.—Hon. Mr, Taillon,
the Attorney-General in the Local Cabinet,
wae re-elected here to-day for the eastern
division of the city by acclamation. In
speaking of the polic%hof the Government,
Mr. Taillon took e ground that the
financial position of the province was
not  criticai, only a little diffienlt.
Their debt was great, and if they had not to
pay the interest upon it they would have a
surplus every year. But the debt was in-
curred to provide their magnificent railway.
Then deficits’began, and :gey were increas-
ing. The Liberals said that money had been
squandered, but that was inevitable. Not a
house could be built without an account com-
ing in for ‘““extras.” The Government had
not had long to consider the ‘ways of saving
the province. Mr. Robertson, the Treasurer,
was only to.day being re-elected also by ae-
clamation at Sherbrooke. They would have
to face the situation, and to put an end to de-
ficits by some means. They would

CONTINUE THE POLIOY OF RETRENCHMENT,
Each Minister would carefully examine his
whole department to fiad ways of econo-
mizing. . They wonld bave to reduce grants,
though it was difficult to draw the line be-
tween nec and mersly useful objects,
They would continue to ask a readjustment
of the subsidy from Ottawa, not as a charity,
but only to be placed on an -equality
with other provinces. Réferring to the ac-
tions to compel companies to pay the business
tax, the Attorney-General said he would not
stop till the highest tribunal had given judg-
ment-on the matter, If all their hopes gailed
the province would not repudiate its debts.
If the Government had to come to ask the
people for ** something,” they must remember
the object for which the debt was incurred.

MR. MOUSSEAU’S ELECTION.

Mr. LAURIER moved for (1) copy of the
petition contesting the eélection of the Hon.
J, A. Mousseau in 1882 to the Legislative
Assembly of the proviuce of Quebec for the
electoral district of Jacques Cartier, and par-
ticulars delivered in connection - therewith ;
(2) copy of the evidence adduced and of the
admissions made by the parties to the said
petition at the trial; (3) copy of the judg-
ment and report of the court; (4) copy of
the petition contesting the election of
the said Hon, J. A. Mousseau in 1883 to the
Legislative Assembly of the Province of Que-
bec for the electoral district of Jacques Car-
tier, and particulars delivered in connection
therewith ; . (5) copy of the commission ap-
pointing the said Hon. J. A. Mougseau a
judge of the Superior Court for the Province
of Quebec, He said it was necessary in the
public interest that all the facts relating to
the calling to the'bench of Hon. Mr. Mous-
sean should be made public.

Mr. QUIMET said he rose as the friend of
a gentleman whom many members of the
House had learned to respect and esteem.
Mr. Moussean’s personal character was high
above all attacks, and the more so when he
was not here to defend himself. The evi-
dence 1n the case against Mr. Moussean was
submitted to Judge Torrance, who stated
emphatically that even had the personal
charges been pressed, he would not be dis-
posed to void his election, much less person-
ally disqualify him.

The notes were, of
course, negotiable, and they were at once
realized upon. Later on, when the patent
right was found to be iraudulent, the pur-
chaser had to meet the note. The remedy
provided in the bill against this sort of fraud
was to require that the notes should bear on
the face of them the consideration in regard
to which they were issued. Should it happen
that the notes were not s0 marked, the
person in whose favour they were made
should be guilty of middemeanour,

The bill was read a second time and re-

EXCHANGE BANK,

8ir RICHARDCARTWRIGHT introduced
hig resolution condemunatory of the course of
the Government in regard to its advances to
the. Exchange Bank, His line of argu-
ment was that 1t was not expedient
that the Minister of Finance should have
advanced $300,000, That it was not ex-
gedxent that any sum of momey shouid

ave been advanced upon the security of a
member of the Senate. There had, he said,
been no evidence that the Minister of Finance
took proper presaution or instituted adequate
inquiries into the affairs of the Exchange
Bank prior to making the advances. Sir
Richard Cartwright’s resolution is faulty in
that it takes no notice of the fact that of the
$300,00C the bank had returned $100,000 ;
that the Government as a depositor comes in
with other depositors for its share of the
assets as against the $200,000: that 1t
holds the shareholders on their double
liability, and then for any balance the
Government held the bond of indem-
nity of ‘ode of the directors for $100,000.
Sir Leonard = Tilley -pointed out that
the Exchange Bank e ted a run on it;
that there was danger of it breaking down
under the rum and bringing down other
banks, thus upsetting the whole trade and
business of the country. The statement of
the Exchange Bank directors showed that
they had a rest of four or five hundred thous.
and dollars.  He (the Finance Minister) de-
nied thas he had given that bank the money
asked for because friends of the Government
were among the directors. The same course
bad been pursued with other banks.

Sir LEONARD TILLEY mentioned the fact
that he had received a cable from London in-
forming him it had been stated in the daily
papers that he(Sir Leonard Tiliey) was to
be -impeached before Parliament to-day.
Such action on the part of the Opposition,
who undoubtedly - were responsible for the
absurd cable despatch, only shows to what a
length they will go in" order to injure
the reputations of the members of the
Cabinet. The supporters of the Government
evidently thought the best way to discoun-
tenance such miserable tactics was to vote
the resolution out of the House, which was
accordingly done, being the second di ision
to-day. The vote stood for Cartwright's
resolution 60, against it 97.

PROVINCIAL WORKS.

Mr, LANDRY moved for a stitement set-
ting forth in separate columns the amount of
money expended in each of the provinces
since Confederation, or their entry into Con-
federation, up to the 30th June, 1883, on
works of a strictly general character, dis-
tinguishing the sums chargeable to capital
from those chargeable to income.

THE CANADA PACIFIC RAILWAY
LOAN.

Mr. IVES resumed the adjourned debate
on the resolutions providing tor a loan to
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company.
He showed that the completion ot the
road was necessary to compilete the work
of Confederation. That the work doneabroad
for Canada by the Canada Pacific railway was
most vainable. That in Canada the speed
with which the company had pushed on
the work bad benefited the labouring classes.
That the disaffection in British Columbia had
been allayed by the rapidity of the construc-
tion, and that the evil of having immigrants
for the North-West go through American
territory was no sentimental evil, and that
the sooner we got our transcontinental line at
work, comfipeting for Asiatic business, the
better. All these reasons point to the wis-
dom of the speedy completion of the road.
In dealing with the causes which had led to
the depreciation of the stock of the Canada
Pacific,he administered a severe rebuke to the
Opposition for their attacks upon the country
through which the railway passes. They had
described British Columbia as a sea of moun-
tains. They had embraced the blizzard with
an ardour of affection that had a tendency to
raise the thermometer. They had hailed the
frozen wheat as a Godsend, and had taken
the utmost pains to exaggerate the disad-
vantages and minimize the advantages of the
North-West, and all in order to prevent the
success of the Canadian Pacific railway.
They had averred that it was a breach of
faith on the part of the Government to ren-
der fiuancial aid to the Canadian Pacific rail-
way, because it tended to decrease the value
of the stock in other railways held by inves-
tors in Engiand. In effect, he said, the Op-
position fromy Outario held that while mon-
opoly was wrong in Mamitoba it was right in
Ontario. He thought the peeple of Ontario

created by the Ontario and Quebec railway.
In considering the question of the value of
Canadian Pacific railway stock he was parti-
cularly effective, Take the volume of stock,
the earnings of the road, and the income from
land sales, and the @¥suli of studying them,
he thought, would be to assure the investing

ublic that the stock was a good investment.
guppose the Canadian Facific road wouid
have a liability of ninety-five millions of dol-
lars when completed, the Central Pacific rail-
way had liabilities equal to §120,000,000,
the Union Pacific $§112,000,000, the Northern
Pacific $169,000,000. The mileage cost of the
Canadian Pacific was about $28,000 ; that of
the Central $§136,000, of the Union Pacific
$107,000, and that of the Northern Pacitic
$87,000. These figures show that the Cen-
tral - would have to earn five dol-
lars, the Union four doilars, and the
Northern three dollars for each one dollar the
Canadian Pacific would have to earn to pay
the interest on cost, while the grades of Am-
erican lines were much heavier, The dif-
ference befween the mountain sections of
each road, so greatly in favour of the Cana-
dian Pacific, was brought out clearly, as also
was the very great advantage the Canadian
Pacific railroad had over the other transcon-
tinental lines in the extent of agricultural
region through which it passed. In Illinois
the calculation is that a railway with a belt of
land five miles wide would make 1t a paying
road. His calm argumentative style and the
telling facts presented invested hie speech
with great power and he well deserved the
hearty congratulations he received at the close,

Sir R. CARTWRIGHTadmitted the road
was a national necedsity,"B@t Was, he thought,
a non sequitur that we ‘fdst: finish it in two
years. There ‘was no ‘bligation on the part
of the company to finish the road in
two years. The grades on the Kick-
ing Horse pass were too great. In
referring to the Opposition press, he fervently
wished that the press and people of Canada
were animated by the same spirft displayed
by the press and people of the United States
in respect to their countr{.

Mr. WHITE (Cardwell), in following Sir
Richard Cartwright, referred to the bap-
hazard statements of that gentleman, and
pointed out that Sir Richard Cartwright's
unfavourable review of the history of the
Conservastive party since 1852 was & review
of a period during which he was the humble
follower of the leader of the Conservative
party. His explanation of the difference be-
tween the loan of money to the Grand Trunk
and the loan to the Canadian Pacific railway,
as also his reference to two other precedents
of money loaned to railways by the Gov-
ernment, in both of which the advances
made were repaid, namely, the Great West.
ern and the Nortnern, were very clear and
concise,

Mr. WOODWORTH gave a short history
of the efforts of the Mackenzie Government to
secure the construction of the road, tneir
failure and subsequent efforts of the present
Government, whicﬁ:, after great pains, result-
ed in the signing of a contract, under which
we have come within a measurable distance
of the completion of the road. He showed
that the moment the Reformers went into
opposition they went back on their record and
systematically decried the country, the rail-
way, and everything connected therewith,
It was in keeping with their record, as an op-
position, that they should ogpose the tem.
porary aid required mainly through the per-
sistent efiorts of the Opposition %o destroy the
enterprise.

HUDSON BAY ROUTE.

Mr. ROYAL moved that'a select commit-
tee, to consist of Messrs. Scott, Ross, Wat-
son, Dawson, Abbott, White {Cardwell),
Baker (Victoria), Woodworth, Foster, Paint,
Brecken, and the mover, be appointed to take
into consideration the question of the naviga-
tion of Hudson Bay. He stated -that in
Manitoba, in Dakota, and Minnesota there was
a very strong feeling in favour of building
a Hudson Bay railway. - The only question
to be decided was as to whether the Bay was
navigable or not. Some were of opinion that
it was. Others were of a different mind, ' It
would not do, however, to raly upom mere
hearsay on such a subject as this. Years ago,
it would be remembered, the opinion was
entertained that the St. Lawrence was not
navigable, and that it wasa frozen stream,

but all that had proven to be incorrect. It

would, no doubt, turn out that the views un-
favourable to Hudson bay were equally un-
founded.
