Lumber Embargo Not
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Likely To L

r-Phrices .
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Representative of Upper Province Lumbering

Concern Talks on the
War Will not be Deb

Situation--- Timber for
arred--Embargo Will

Operate Against Hard Wood.

(Montreal Star.)

The emba~go placed by the British
government on the fhportatioin of
timber into Great Britair will , not
send down prices cf lumber and ‘tim-
ber poducts in Canada. That is what
G B Graddon Lumber Co. told the
Montreal Star when reminded that
Canada exported mearly $12,000,000
worth of lumber to Great Britain last
year.

“A huge proportion of the wood
that was taken to Britaly last yea~
wag for war purposee,” said Mr.
Graddon.

“There is no embargo against wood |
for wa- purposes, and the Admiralty
will probably go on taking ships lad-
en with lumber over to Britain.™

The army uses great quaatities of
wood for sheds, temporary barracks,
temporary hospitals. and packing cas-
ee; miles of irenches ase lined with
woid; dugouts are reinforced with
wood; wooden footpaths are made
across the Somme mud

M> Graddon thinks there is enough
lnmber ian Enzland at the present
time to last eighit months or a year.

“It wag always like that,” he told
the Star “Britain never runs short.
Sometimes theie is a ycar's wood
supply on hand. But even if the

‘n the lumber trade for a few months
the market for Canadian lumber will
not be eased. Canadian lumbermen
have enough orders to keep prices at
their present level for a year or
mo~e. In fact, I don't think prices
will ever fall to what they were .be-
fore the war.

“Shantymen ecost more nowadays
They get get higher wages and they
demand better food and accommoda-
tion. Pork, the principal fare in the
shanties, now costs $10 a barrel more
than it did before the war. You
know the difference in the cost of
potatoes, And shantymen are not
what they were. They used to eat
good plain food, and lots of it, with
apple sauce as a luxury on Christ-
mas day. Now they want stewed
apricots and prunes and ralsins and
currant cake—never a meal without
cake.

“All these things cost money, and
make lumber dear.”

About 25 per cent, of the lumber
exported by Canada to Britain fs
hardwood. A little more than $3-
000,000 worth of Canadian hard-
wood, mostly birch, was fmported by
Britain last year.

Price of Furniture

The embargo will operate chiefly
agaisst this preduct, of course be—
cause it is little used by the a~my;
but it will not affect the price of
furniture and other hardwood goods
on the continent Mr. Qraddo thinks_
The cost of labor and the gemeral
high cost of living will keep up the
p-ice of furniture, he says.

One good thing the embargo may
do, according to Mr. Graddon. It
may relieve the pulp situation. But
it will not relieve pulp prices, be-
cause contracts have been made for
months zhead and the demand will
still be greater than the supply.

“If we export no wood to England
for two yeaxrs,” said Mr. Graddon,
“we can keep on filling pu'n arders
that we al-eady have.”

Great Britain last year got only
one third of Canadian lumber. About
$20,000,000 worth of Canadian Iumber
went to the United States. On the
other hand. Canada’s contribution of
lumber to Britain, acco~ding to Mr.
Graddon is only a drop in the buck-
ot Britain gots most of its lumber
from Sweden and Russia.
