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Agricultural Implements.

OuUR readers will remember that
when the question of agricultural
implements was under discussion
in the House of Commons, Sir
Richard Cartwright complained
that the manufacturers had no
protection because the government
had reduced the duty from 35
per cent to 20 per cent. In ans-—
wer to Sir Richard Cartwright’s
complaint, the Minister of Finance
gave the figures as follows :—Say
an agricultural implement . costs

. for instance $100, the manufac-
turer having 20 ‘per cent would
have a protection of $20 on that
implement. Suppose, as Sir Rich-
ard - Cartwright contends, that
everything that goes into the im-
plement is taxed, the total amount
would be.only about $7 or $8; the
manufacturer would still have $12
of a protection on that machine to
give him the home markgt. Sir
Richard Cartwright thinks how-|
ever that this $12 isnot enough.
The knight trom™ South Oxford,
however, will not get any sym-
pathy on that line from the people
of the country.

English Taxes:

THE Liberal party are constant-
1y pointing to England as a coun-
try where the people enjoy the
blessings of free trade and are not
taxed. We give placeto the fol-
lowing from “Temple Bar,” an in-
dependent English journal, which
shows just what real taxes mean :
“Birth is taxed, marriage is taxed,
death is taxed; we are taxed for
our butler, if we are prosperous
erough to keep one; we are taxed
for our footman, our groom; the
carriage we keep is taxed; the
omnibus we ride in is taxed; the
railway train we travel by is
taxed; the house dog is taxed;
everything in drink; wine, tea,
coffee, is taxed; light is taxed; the
linen we sleep one is taxed; the
tobacco we smoke is taxed; the
Christmas plum pudding is taxed;
our anti-bilious pills are taxed; we
have local rates, poor rates, county
council rates, water rates, vestry
rates; house holders, lodgers, mar-
ried and single men, women and
childven, are all taxed in some
form or other. “One-ninth out of
what everybody earns in . this
country,” Lord Sherbrooke said,

- -goes in taxes; but the proportion
is more now and is growing all
the time.”

Sir John—While he argued this
work was a departure, it was not at
all a surrender of any principle.
The practical differences between the
provincial and dominion franchises
are now so few as to render it not
worth the expense of keeping them up
separately. The adoption of a com-
mon system for local and dominion
purposes has the recommendation of
economy which was not peculiar to
the dual system which has been in
vogue for the past few years. The
new system should be available for
yearly use, and while some difficulty
and labor will be experienced in the
preparation of the first list, the ‘bill
will so simplify the system as to
make future revisions easy. - The
great principle of the act of 1885
however, namely that the revision be
made by officers under the eontrol of
parliament would be adhered to.in
the bill, first as regards the franchise
itself, and secondly as to the carrying
out of the franchise law. The prin-
ciple is maintained that elections to
the dominion house ought not be
under the control as regards franchises
of officers of any other than federal
anthority.

ABLY ADVOCATED BY SENATOR FERGUSON.

‘Without reflecting upon the many able
men that P. E. Island has sent to Ottawa
since that province has entered confedera-
tion, says the St. John Sun, the Island
uestion has never been g0 ably and luci-
31y presented to parliament as by Senator
Donald Ferguson Thursday afternoon. A
motion for papers and correspondence in
connection, with .the provincial claims
against thé dominion in the matter of
public works and steam communication,
in accordance with the terms of confeder-
ation, gave the senator the text for his
speech. He stated that long before con-
federation took place he was an earnest
advocate of it, and although the island
had- not received that meed of justice
from the dominion which she was entitled
to, yet his faith in the federal union had
never wavered. He showed that in 1873
the dominion recognized that from the in-
sular position of the province, and the
fact that she would not participate in' the
advantages of the Intercolonial railway,
the Canadian Pacific railway and the
great canal system, which the other pro-
vinces would enjoy, that special privileges
should-be conferred upon the island.

He strongly urged the goverament to push
the boring, which, if they were successful,
would then be an inocentivé to the con-
struction of a tunnel. If theé tunnel were
built he believed that it weuld be.of
beneficial effect not only to P. E. Island,
but to New Brunswick and Nova Scotia.
The Prince Edward Island railway, the
working of which gave a deficit every
year, would then pay.
