disposed to dav( he,. administration
of Agting Presid :-nt Gomez. The
proclamation continues: ““Senor
Gomex is described to Germany as a
man well worthy of confidence and
disposed to settle promptly and justly
the claima brought against his coun-
try. by {foreign powers.
