Winnipeg, Man., Oct. 5.—Senator Melvin Jones, president of the 

Massey-Harrig Implement Company at Toronto, arrived here last 
evening.

Italian Battleship Blown Up.
London, Oct. 6.—A dispatch to the Chronicle from Constantinople 

says that a cablegram received there from a Turkish source at Trip­
oli, via Malta, states that an Italian battleship was blown up by a 
Turkish mine off Tripoli, and that the crew and troops aboard the 
vessel perished.

4.—Tripoli has 
been bombardéd twice by the Italian 
fleet. The first' sliot was fired short­
ly after three o’clock yesterday after­
noon. Shelling -was resumed early 
this morning after a quiet night. 
There was a steady but slow fire from 
the .ships until dusk last night, and 
shots also came from the forts in 
the town. The French steamer Ta- 
fana took a delegation from Djerba to 
the scene of hostilities. Among the 
party was the French consul-general, 
M Leon, who made several ineffec­
tual attempts to land. The Tafana 
was stopped about ten miles from 
Tripoli by a boat from the cruiser 
Varese, which -ordered her to return, 
but she remained for more than an 
hour, even creeping in closer to the 
blockaded town. The white buildings 
of Tripoli could be plainly seen and 
the whole field of operations was un­
folded before the watchers. Officers 
of the Varese explained that the 
battle had, been delayed, because Ad­
miral Aubrey, commander of the 
Italian fleet, had deceived a request 
from the Tripoli garrison for another 
day’s -grace-"amd ®*.ve the garrison, an

The battleship Benedette and the 
armored cruisers' Giusdppe, Garibaldi 
and Francesco Fernucco brought up 
in line opposite the harbor. There 
were no small craft in the battle line 
opposite the harbor.

Turkish Government in Bad Tangle. 
London, Oct. 4.—The Italian fleet 

bombarded Tripoli on Tuesday and 
Wednesday, destroying the forts and 
the palace, but taking care to injure 
the town itself, as little as possible. 
The Turkish gunners actively return­
ed the fire, but were completely out­
ranged. Information is incomplete 
as to whether the Turks suffered 
casualities or whether Tripoli has 
surrendered. It is reported from 
Rome that negotiations for the sur­
render of Tripoli will be entered into 
tomorrow. It is also uncertain whe­
ther any Italians landed, but the first 
contingent of 'the expeditionary 
forces his left Italy, and, according 
to Malta reports, the occupation of 
Tripoli will begin on Thursday or 
Friday by the landing of contingents 
from the warships. The post office 
and the consuls have promised news­
paper correspondents that they will 
be allowed in Tripoli on Friday.

AT TURKS’ HANDS GROWS STRONGER
STRIKE-BREAKERS HADThreatened to Paint, With Italian 

Blood, Houses in Tripoli—Bom­
bardment of Fort at Tripoli Was 
Begun Tuesday and Continued Yes­
terday,

Is Forcing Its Way Through Forty 
Feet of Water With Sufficient Pres­
sure to Throw Flame 15 Feet High 
Out Of 4 1-2 Inch Pipe—Believed 
To Be Important Strike.

TO LEAVE THE CITY
Citizens of McComb City Demand that 

Illinois Central Railway Remove 
Strike Breakers From the Com­
munity — Demand is Complied 
With.

Agosta. Oct. 3—The entife popula­
tion of Agosta, augmented that of 
Syracuse and the surrounding villages, 
gave an enthusiastic reception to the 
91 refugees from Tripoli, landed by the 
torpedo boat destroyers Lanciere and 
Garibaldino. The people gave vivi:l 
descriptions of their sufferings at the 
hands of the Turks.

The proprietress of a hotel said the 
Musselman threatened to kill her and 
her family and to paint with Italian 
blood the White houses of Tripoli.

Bulletin Special.
Ranfurly, Alta, Oct. 4.—With a noise 

which half a mile away sounds like 
distant thunder, the well on the farm 
of Peter J. Moore, four and a half miles 
south of Ranfurly, continues to belch 
forth natural gas Into the open air. 
The strike was made a week ago when 
the well borer, Mr. Willlamé, of Ran­
furly, had reached a depth of 285 feet 
with the boring apparatus. A Violent 
flow of gas commenced then and has 
kept up with increasing force ever 
since. The gas has been ignited and 
casts a geyser of flame flfteeri feet ’ri­
te the air. The strike is now regarded 
as one of unquestionable importance. 
Settlers of the district have come from 
miles around to witness the phenome­
non.

The gas is flowing through a four 
and a half inch iron pipe which was 
sunk into a drilled space five inches in 
dlan el er. In escaping, the gas is 
forcing itself through forty feet of 
water in the iron pipe. An attempt 
was made to block the flow of tie gas 
by covering the mouth of the pipe, but 
the gas forced its way up to the sur­
face through the half inch space be­
tween the pipe and the circumference 
of the drilled hole, and threw water 
up in a jet. A flat board was placed 
on top of the pipe and some one sit­
ting on it was raised into the air.

It is thought that wells sunk else­
where in the vicinity of the present 
gusher would also strike gas, as the 
lay Of the country for some distance 
around is ulliform, the whole of the 
land being on a fiat. If the present 
well continues to throw an increasing 
volume of gas as it has been doing, the 
commercial possibilities of the strike 
will prove very great, and gas -nay 
possibly be pirted to Edmonton to sup­
ply that city and other towns in the 
85 miles intervening between Ranfurly 
and Edmonton.

TORPEDO OUTCLASSES GUNS.

Is Said to Possess Range of Ten Thou­
sand Yards.

Washington, Oct. 4—The British 
navy is equipped with a torpedo said 
to be effective at 10,000 yards, r,r 
nearly three times the range of the 
meet powerful projectiles now used 
in the United States navy, according 
to information brought back to Wash­
ington by a United States naval ex­
pert who recently discussed develop­
ments in gunnery, torpedo craft and 
the relative method cf target practice 
in the British and American navies 
with some British naval experts. The 
existence of this torpedo has been keot 
a secret, and it was only by a mere 
“slip” by one of the British experts 
that it became known.

During the discussion with the Brit­
ish experts it is said that one of them 
inadvertently teid the American naval 
expert that "'our newest torpedoes 
have a range tff 10,090 yards."

McComb City, Miss., Oct. 4.—With 
the enforced departure late this 
afternon of the last of the strike­
breakers, brought here by the Illinois 
Central Railway, came the first re­
assurance of the restoration of peace 
after 2 4 hours of excitement and 
spasmodic rioting. The people of 
McConib City demanded that the 
strike-breakers be removed from their 
community, and the 132 men were 
placed aboard a heavily guarded 
special train and hurried to New 
Orleans.

Sixty soldiers, armed with ball car­
tridge, and with orders to "shoot to 
kill" if necessary, accompanied the 
spécial train south as far as Magnolia. 
This action by the military authori­
ties probably prevented another battle 
that might have proved more serious 
than the clash o'" last night.

Special Guard Shot.
Water Valley, Miss., Oct. 4.—In an 

exchange of shots with Sheriff F. H. 
Smith and deputies tonight, a member 
of the special force of guards, sta­
tioned at the Water Valley shops of 
the Illinois Central, was wounded.

To Ontario Government Against Small 
Salaries Received.

Toronto, Oct. 4.—The attendants ot 
the Insane Asylums throughout On­
tario threaten to go on strike. In a 
memorial to the government they pro­
test bitterly against the small salaries 
they receive, not at all commensurate 
with the arduous duties they are call­
ed on to perform. Nurses, they claim, 
receive only $12 per month on the 
start, gradually increasing to $20 after 
years of honorable service. Moreover, 
their hours of duty in many instances 
begin at 6 a.m. and finish at 9 p m. 
As evidence of dissatisfaction they 
point Out that 72 attendants have left 
the hospital on Queen street here since 
January. The government has taken 
their request under serious considera­
tion.

Constantinople, Oct. 3—The gover­
nor of Tripoli, in reporting the situa­
tion at the blockaded town to the 
Porte says that when the commander 
of the Italian fleet sent him notifica­
tion that preparations to attack the 
town were complete, and demanding 
its surrender, the ’governor replied 
that he could not give a definite ans­
wer until he had consulted his gov­
ernment- The fleet ccipimander de­
clared that he would not wait, where­
upon the governor responded: "You 
can attack; we will defend ourselves.”
