Pensions ef Alia.

When Mr. McGrath last

night tabled the report of

the Pensions and Dis-

abilities Committee before
the Patriotic Association, it was ap-
parent that.a long step had been
taken in a very necessary direction.
Another was. made when the report
was unanimously approved and as-
surance given by the leaders of both
parties of the Legislature that the
fullest support would be. given to its
proposals when it became necessary to
make them law. There is no need to
publish here the details of the sug-
gosted system: they will be made
known in full when it has been set-
tled in all particulars.

Several schemes have been under
consideration by the Committee, and
we think it has decided wisely in re-
commending the adoption’ of that
which obtains in Canada. The condi-
tions in that country, the rates of
wages, cost of living and other things,
are more closely similar to local con-
ditions than those prevailing in any
other dominions or in the home coun-
try. The scale of payments is scienti-
fically based and is generous; it
should be easily adaptable here.
These payment§ are the first and
most obvious provision to be made,
but the scheme embraces many other
things and may be said to meet all
possible requirements of the men who
return to the colony. Principal among
these are the re-education of any who
may be unable to continue their old
forms of employment, technical train-
ing of all kinds and continuous care
of the physically unfit.

The Committee deserve the thanks
of the country for the result of what
has been arduous work, and we are
to be congratulated upon having at
last a definite and workable scheme
in this most important matter. We
do not believe that the wuncertainty
that has accompanied its absence in

_the past has adversely affected re-

cruiting to any great extent, but if
this is so it is no longer justified.
Henceforth any man who offers him-
self and his seryices to the flag can do
so with the complete assurance that
he will be looked after upon his re-
turn, and his dependents during his
absence, with a care and attention
equal to, and possibly exceeding, the
necegsities of his case.

The Bank of
Nova Scotia.

Elsewhere in this issue appears the
85th annual statement of the Bank of
Nova Scotia showing its position as at
December 31st, 1916, and we com-
mend it to our readers as being an ex-
hibition ' of = successful .management
that cannot but be satisfactory to the
shareholders, and of great financial
strength that must further commend
the institution to the general public.
The profits for the year, after making
provision for bad debts, amounted to
$1.252,039, as compared with $1,220,057
in 1915—an increase of about $32,000.
Tc this was added the balance of
$396,115 .brought forward from the
previous year, and there was carried
forward to the current year $584,654
after paying the usual dividend of
149%,, contributing $50,000 to the Offi-
cers’ Pension Fund, paying $65,000 for
the Government War Tax on circula-
tion and contributing $38,500 to ‘the
various patriotic funds devoted to the
amelioration of conditions: brought
about by the War. The total assets
now amount to $116,621,727 as com-
pared with $104,244,468 at the end of
1915, an increase of $12,377.260—
about 129%. Circulation shows an in-
crease of about $800,000 due to the
general expansion of trade. Deposits
have risen from $76,808,000 at the end
of 1915 to $87,825,000—an increase of

. over $11,000,000 for the year. The

total liabilities to the public arg .$96,-
748,786, to, meet which is held in Do-
minion notes and specie $17,526,258—
practically 18%. Addifig to this cash,
notes of, cheques on and balances due
by other banks, with the deposit in the
central gold reserves, the  proportion
works out at mnearly 36%.  Supple-

‘realizable assets, the . proportion is
shown to be 73,38%; that is to say,

cash, $73.38,—a position of ungues-
tionable strength. Changes in other
assets as compared with the previou:
statements are not remarkable except
those indicating the participation of
the bank in the loans made to aid our
own and the Tmperial Governments in
the prosecution of the War. These
amount to over $8,000,000, and there
is an increase of about $900,000 in
current loans in Canada, largely due
to advances made to firms engaged in
the manufacture of munitions. De-
mand loans made elsewhere than in
Canada are about the same as at the
end of 1915, but demand loans made
against bonds and stocks in Canada
show a reduction of about $1,500,000.
Bank premises other real estate and
other assets remain about as they
were, no large expenditures having
been entered upon during this period
of disturbed conditions.

The statements of this old-estab-
Isihed bank have always been char-
acterized by evidences of conserva-
tive management, which at the same
time has not interfered with a rapid
expansion of its business, and the
present statement is no exception in
this regard. The policy of maintain-
ing strong reseiv.s ampic to meet a’l
¢ .ntingencies Is reing steadily main-
tained, and this wvould appear to be
the first consideration now as it has
been in the past.

The Lusciness of the bank in New-
foundland continues to show a grati-
fying increase. There are now seven-
teen branches in the country. Tharee
new ones were opened in 1916, at Cata-
lina, Burgeo and St. John’s East.

LONDON, To-day.

Spirited fighting has taken ‘place
northwest of Verdun on the front near
Riga on Russian front, and southwest
of Kut-el-Amara in the Mesopotamia
theatre. German forces have been
successful in the first two regions,
while British troops have taken posi-
tions from the Turks along the Tigris,
the latter attacking in force on a
front of 1600 metres. Against Hill 304
northwest of Verdun the Teuton sold-
jers stormed the French trenches and
took 500 prisoners. French troops,
the latest French communique says,
have recaptured most of the trench
positions gained by the Germans.
Counter attacks by the French failed,
as did further attempts to regain the
lost ground, according to Berlin. Ger-

4 man troops also gained ground at Le

Mort Homme and Avecourt. Fight-
ing around Hill 304, Paris states, was
in the nature of a hand-to-hand com-
bat at tiles. West of Riga in the
Tirul swamp region along the river
Aa the Germans and Russians con-
tinue at grips in heavy fighting. The
German attacks, Berlin says, were
successful and additional ground and
500 prisoners were taken. -Counter at-
tacks by the Russian troops were re-
pulsed in both sectors of the battle
front with heavy losses to the attack-
ers. Along the Aa River, Petrograd
declares, the Russians after advanc-
ing more than a mile in the battle
zone were forced to return to their
positions under pressure of the at-
tacking Germans. There has been no
great ‘activity in Roumania.  On the
Northern portion of the French front
British troops carried out several suc-
cessful raids. An attack on the Eng-
lish coast ncar Lowestoft is reported
by London, carried out by German
light sea forces. The German ships.
Berlin says, were abfe to approach the
English coast and return to their base
without sighting any hostile vessel.

1 One small vessel, London records of-

ficially, fired shells at the coast; only
a few shells reached the land. There
were no casualties and the damage re-
pérted is insignificant.

AWFUL EXPLOSION AT DRESDEN.

PARIS, To-Day.

The Dresden arsenal has been blown
up and 1,000 women and young girls
killed, according to a letter taken
from a German soldier,” dated Decem-
ber 30. The letter was written from
Dresden, and the writer said that all
windows within a radius of twelve
miles were broken by .the explosion.
He added that the authorities were
keeping the news secret and that no
railroad tickets were being issued for
Dresden, except for urgent purposes.

AUSTRALASIA AND GERMANY.

LONDON, To-Day.

Addressing a meeting of Australas-
ians in London last night, Sir Joseph
G. Ward, Minister of Finance of New
Zealand, said he regretted that the
Entente Allies in their reply to Presi-
dent Wilson’s suggestions concerning
peace did not refer to the islands in
the Pacific, thch, he declared, Aus-
tralia and New Zealand were deter-
mined should never be restored to
Germany. Sir Joseph said the fate
of German colonies and sea power
were matters of vital importance to
Australasians. They had strong feel-
ings concerning the restoring of the
German colonies and did' not want
German basses at Australasia’s back
door again.

' LONDON, To-Day.

A Rotterdam despatch says that
Polish papers under German censor-
ship have appealed to she Polish na-
tion. for gold. The papers suggest
that the Polish treasury can be re-
plenished by gifts given by every Pole
according to his means.
