TO STUDY BIG ECONOMIC PROS- 
LEM.

PARIS, Jan. 25.
After rejecting to-day a proposal 

to turn the Austrian financial prob­
lem over to the League of Nations, 
the Allied Supreme Council decided 
to appoint a commission to make 
thorough inquiry into the entire ques­
tion of the economic situation in 
Europe, with particular reference to 
Austria. The Council took this action 
in view of the option of conferers that 
as the Austrian situation involved the 
entire European economic situation it 
was advised to have this through the 
most competent representatives of 
Allied countries available. These re 
presentatives, it was decided, will 
be Sir Robert Horne, President of the 
British Board of Trade ; Louis Loucli- 
eur, French Minister of Liberated 
Regions; Signor Giannini, Italian 
Economic Expert, and probably the 
Ministers of Commerce of other Al­
lied countries, including Belgium. The 
committee was appointed this fore­
noon, and it was expected to meet Be­
fore the day was over and expedite its 
work, in order that definite decision 
might be taken before the close of the 
conference here. During discussion 
in the Council to-day the general op­
inion was developed that it was use­
less to try to dp anything for Austria 
apart from the solution of economic 
problems of the neighboring countries 
with which Austria’s future is bound 
to be closely connected, and the sug­
gestion from the Austrian section of 
the Reparations Qommittfee for an 
advance to Austria of $25,000,000 
yearly for ten years, guaranteed by 
pledges on Austria’s resources was 
not acted upon. The tendency is, it 
appears, to reject any proposition 
likely, to involve increased taxation 
for France and Great Britain, and 
the Italian viewpoint is that Austria 
should not be allowed to bind her­
self to any particular.

Famous Extravagance.
Sir Edmond Walker Speaks Plainly—

Reviews the Trade of the Year at
Anneal Meeting, of Bank of Com­
merce.
Hopefulness, in time of depression, 

is not generally sought for in the ut­
terances of bank presidents. Sir 
Edmund Walker, however, at the 
annual meeting of the shareholders 
of the Canadian Bank of Commerce 
frankly regarded it “as a source of 
genuine satisfaction to all . fair- 
minded people that we are now fully 
entered upon that adjustment of 
prices, both for, commodities and la­
bor, upon the reasonable settlement 
Of which all hope for our future 
happiness and prosperity rests.” His 
hopefulness is not of a character that 
fails to see the difficulties in the way 
of readjustment.

In reviewing the trade of the year 
and particularly the excess of Im­
ports, he speaks in no uncertain 
terms of “fatuous extravagance” and 
our “lavish expenditure of money at a 
timé when the world is full of real 
trouble.” In these characteristics of 
the pepole is found a part, if not the 
whole, cause of our adverse trade 
balance. While observant of our own 
shortcomings, Sir Edmund also deals 
very plainly with the obstacles, pre­
sent and prospective, to the develop­
ment of our foreign trade. To any 
unfriendly act by the Senate of the 
United States by the way of tariff dis­
crimination. the rejoinder, he points 
out, will inevitably be decreased pur­
chases from that country It cannot 
escape the attention of business men 
In the United States that to check 
the movement of Canadian products 
will have that effect. Sir John Aird 
in his address, also referred to this 
matter in a way that ought to clarify 
public opinion, but the United States 
is not the only offender according to 
Sir Edmund, in respect of restriction 
on our exports. Our cattle industry 
has grown very considerably but it is 
capable of expansion if markets can 
be found for our live stock products.
In common with Canadians generally, 
he feels that for our live stock pro­
ducts as well as our field crops the 
United Kingdom is the natural mar­
ket, but for about thirty years Great 
Britain, supposedly a free trade | 
country, obdurately adheres to its 
embargo against our cattle. If Cana­
dian cattle breeders were satisfied 
that it was the will of the people of 
England that Canadian cattle should 
not be imported to satisfy the re­
quirements of consumers there, no­
thing could be said. Apparently Sir 
Edmund feels that the embargo is not 
in accordance with the wishes of the 
masses in the United Kingdom.

The changes in domestic trade and 
commerce were reviewed in detail by 
Sir Edmund. As he saw the diffi­
culties of foreign trade, he also sees 
those confronting the development of 
domestic trade. The outstanding one, 
in Sir Edmund’s opinion, if his re­
marks at the meeting are correctly 
interpreted, is inequitable taxation, j 
that is. taxation which unduly bur- Paris.

Goal Keeper Collapsed.
DIED SEVEN MINUTES LATER.
Springhill, Jan. 14. — While the 

spectators were watching the work of 
the Springhill players in practice and 
waiting for the appearance of the Am­
herst team, Dan Angus Macdonald, 
veteran goal tender of the Springhill 
team, suddenly collapsed in the goal, 
and seven minutes later died in the 
dressing-room, where he was carried 
by his team mates.

It was first thought 
that he had merely taken a weak turn.

With Macdonald lying dead the 
Amherst players arrive# and a great 
shout went up, the spectators not re­
alizing that Macdonald was dead. The 
Amherst players not only agreed to.

to accept any expense money.

The spectators, too, refused to ac­
cept the money for the tickets, many 
asking that the “gate” be given to 
Macdonald’s widow, who is left with 
seven small children, the oldest of 
whom is 14 years.

The deceased player, who was 35 
years of age, was very popular and 
has worked at No. 2 Slope for several 
years. In his younger days he played 
baseball with the Westville team. He 
has been goal tender on the Spring­
hill team for a number of years.

Owing to a weak heart Macdonald 
had been previously warned on sever­
al occasions not to take part in any­
thing of an exciting nature.
