Boston, Dec. 23.—The wife pf Alexan­
der Agassiz, son of the late Professor, 
died last night of pneumonia, superin­
duced by fatigue in her eympsthetio 
attendance upon her father-in-law during 
his illness. She was the daughter of the 
late G. R. Russell, and grand-daughter 
of the late Robert G. Shaw, of Boston, 
and a lady of remarkable worth and 
culture.

The Raymond Benefit Society’s An­
nual Meeting and Present!'tlon.
On Tuesday night the annual meeting 

ofthe Raymond Employees’ Mutual Be­
nefit Society was held in the upper story 
of Mr. Raymond’s new factory. There 
was a large gathering of the employees 
of the works, and the chair was occupied 
by the retiring president, Mr S R Moffatt. 
The order and good feeling which per­
vaded the meeting was very noticeable. 
This society is established for the pur­
pose of relieving sick employees ; every 
member makes a small weekly payment, 
the aggregate of whieh is devoted to this 
purpose, aud after retaining a balance 
in hand, the remainder ia divided 
amongst the members at tho end of the 
year. The report, read by the Secretary, 
Mr Robert Gausby, ct n pa’ulated tho 
members on the continued success and 
prosperity of the Society. There had 
been six sick cases, and one of accident, 
to meet which $56 had been paid out, 
830 was yet kept in hand ; 8365 was 
available for pro rata distribution, or 
about 80 per cent. Certain alterations 
in the rules wore proposed, amongst 
others the lessening of tho weekly con­
tributions. The election of officers for 
the ensuing year followed, when there 
wore selected Messrs. Wm. Newby, Presi­
dent ; G. H. Skinner, Vice-President ; 
John Scoon, Treasurer ; M Tinker, Secre­
tary ; J Pilcher, R Blundell, J LaWrenoe, 
Directors ; E Hornbostle, and Chas Mad- 
dock. Auditors. 820 was voted to the 
retiring Secretary, Mr. Gaudsby, in re­
cognition of his services.

In answer to a vote of thanks which 
was given to the retiring officers^ Mr. S. 
Hodgskin made a hr ef but remarkably 
pithy and telling speech. He spoke of 
the cordial feeling which existed between 
the men, tho foremen and the employers; 
referred to the groat interest he person­
ally felt in the establishment, which he 
had seen growing for the last five years ; 
spoke of tho usefulness of the Society in 
promoting a mutual interest aud sym­
pathy amongst them, in bringing the 
members of their working community 
into closer relations ; and concluded by 
some practical suggestions. He wm 
warmly applauded.

Tho meeting was at this stage adjourn­
ed for ten minutes, and Mr. S. R. Moffat, 
foreman of the Double-threat Depart­
ment, was presented with a handsome 
gold Albert chain aud locket, containing 
portraits of himself aud wife, also a ring 
set with pearls aud garnets, for Mrs ûlof- 

An address was read at the same

Chalmers’ Church Sabbath School 
Finirai.

The Festival of the children attend­
ing Chalmers’ Church Sabbath School 
was held in the basement of the church 
on Tuesday evening. There was a large 
turn-out of children, the younger portion 
of whom were seated on a raised plat­
form facing the audience. The atten 
dance of parents and others was also 
large, allowing the deep interest taken 
in the religious training of the young. 
The young folks were thoroughly alive 
to the work of demolishing the refresh­
ments provided for them by the ladies, 
after which Mr D Guthrie, the Superin­
tendent of the School took the chair 
and opened the proceedings. Though 
not preseuting auy report—the year not 
being expired—die stated that it was in 
a most satisfactory condition. It began 
with au attendance of 56, and the num­
ber on the roll was now 202, with an 
average attendance of 140. The school 
was divided into 23 classes with as many 
teachers. The library numbered over 
400 volumes, and the contributions of 
the scholars would amount at the end 
of the year to $100.

A most excellent and suitable address 
was given by Rev. Mr Fraser, of Barrie, 
which was listened to with great atten 
tion by young and old. A few appro­
priate remarks were also made by Rev 
Mr. Dickie, and Itev. Mr. Wardrope. 
The great feature of the evening was the 
beautiful singing of the children, who 
had been thoroughly drilled and were 
led by Mr Maitland", with organ accom­
paniment by Miss Cossitt, as well as 
other instruments. The different pieces 
were rendered with a precision, expres­
sion and correctness which was admir­
able, and worthy of all praise. The 
solos were very nicely rendered by 
Fanny Barclay, Mary Jane Scroggie,
and M----- Little. A pretty recitation
was given by Lottie Wardrope, and a 
nice dialogue by Annie Watson, Lizzie 
Shedden, and Annie Hadden. The en­
tire proceedings were of a most pleasant 
and profitable character, and all con­
cerned have good reason to congratulate 
tbemselyes on the success of the Festi­
val, and the prosperity of the school. 
Special credit is due to Mr Maitland for 
the great pains he has taken in the 
musical training of the children.

Joseph Arch on Canada.
Mr. Arch, president of the Natioual 

Agricultural Labourers’ Union, received 
a public welcome in the Victoria Pavilion, 
Leamington, on his return from his emi­
gration tour in Canada. The audienco 
was very large, and Mr. Arch was received 
with much enthusiasm. He delivered a 
speech which is of considerable interest 
and importance 10 Canadians. Like all 
Mr. Arch’s speeches, it was marked by 
much plainness, directness, and force of 
di ition. He commenced by a review of 
the labore- c’ movement, and expressed a 
determination to stand by the honor of 
their Union, whether parsons or land­
lords liked it or not. (Applause) He 
denied that he had any connection with 
tho unfortunate Brazilian emigration 
movement. As a farm-laborer himself 
he knew that the lands of England were 
not more than half tilled, and it grieved 
him to see the bone and sinew of the 
•ountry sent away. For this reason 
he at first could not see that emigration 
was tho right thing ; but after,the Suffolk, 
Essex, and Cambridge farmers had locked 
out two thousand men with the intention 
of smashing up the Union, he determined 
to set on foot some system that would re­
lieve these poor men from such tyranny 
and oppression. He spoke at length of 
hie tour in Canada. He had received the 
fullest assmauee that the Governments 
of Canada, both Provincial aud Domin­
ion, will do their utmost to facilitate the 
emigration of the farm-laborers to that 
country, and will pledge themselves that 
tho members of our Union emigrating 
there sh ill bo properly looked after and 
properly cared for. He continued :—
“ Next spring tho Government of Ca­
nada will send over to our office the 
number of cottages they havo got built, 
and the number of allotments they have 
got cleared. The Government is prepar­
ed to build a comfortable and decent log- 
hut for a man and his wife and family, 
to shelter him the moment lie arrives. 
They will also clear from live to six acres, 
and they will find you the seed to plant 
it. The moment you get there you may 
begin to put your spade in the soil. I 
will uot tell you that every stump will 
be out; but I will tell you that on some 
of those stump 1 mds I have seen some 
of tho finest crops of corn growing \ ever 
saw in my life. The Government will 
take up every day, every hour, of your 
spare time, aud will pay you tho equiva­
lent of five shillings a day for working 
on the colonization roads. Beyond that ! 
five or six acres of cleared land, you will 
have 100 acres given to you free.” Fur­
ther on, Mr. Arch declares ” But 1 say 
this to-night, that if I hod uzit upon my 
shoulders the responsibility that I have 
in this country with regard to this move- j 
ment, aud if the farm-laborers of England j 
will release me from the responsibility — |

The Butchers’ Show.
Our butcheis make their usual Christ­

mas display ol meat to day (Wednesday.) 
Entering the market, we pass literally 
between two x alls of meat, extending 
from end to end of the market. The 
fronts of the stalls from ceiling to floor 
are covered with massive joints of teed, 
whole sheep in rows, porkers in a fore- 
and-aft state, and poultry by the scores.

At Mr. Geo. Hood’s, stall No. 1, the 
finest animal is an extra fat heifer, bred 
and fed by Mesirs. J. & W. Kay, Paisley 
Block, and which had taken prizes at the 
Centra’,Provincial, and Hamilton fairs to 
the amount of over 8100, besides a silver 
cup. Mr. Hood has also a prize heifer 
from Mr. John Tuck ; fat heifer from Mr. 
Geo. Ross, Pilkington ; two heifers from 
Mr. Thos. McCrae, (Galloways) and n 
number of other cattle. In sheep, he 
has a prize animal from Mr. Jus. Cowan, 
the one with the gold head, we presume, 
and a la ge quantity of Southdown mut­
ton ; besides a prize pig from Galt, aud 
gobblers, quae Iters, and cluckcrs innum­
erable.

Messrs. J. & R. Miller, stall No. 2, 
have cut up y r.

Mr. J. W. Smart sta’l No. 4, has two 
heifers fed by Mr. Cleghorn, Paisley 
Block ; two from Mr. Quarrie, Paisley 
Block ; two fine hogs aud three good 
sheep of his own feeding ; ten lambs and 
other meat and poultry.

Mr. Jas. T. Waters, stall No. 7, has 
sixteen cattle, two of them prize steers 
from Fergus, and another a heifer weigh­
ing 1,700, from Mr. George Wright, Con 
estoga. He has also twenty sheep and 
lambs, a fine calf, and some good pork.
