There he was on the 6th of
the month seized with sn illness which
changed in a few days to acute rheu-
matism of the chest, from which the suf-
ferings were intense. This was followed
about a week later with a low t; of
typhoid fever,which baffled all the-efforts
of the physicians, and, though hope of
recovery was entertained up to a recent
date, 1t was abandoned a few days ago,
a8 the patient had sunk to the lowest ebb
and was utterly exhausted. Yesterday his
dissolntion was expected, but it was only
at 8.80 o'clock this morning that the
deceased breathed his last, and so placid-
ly that the cessation of life was barely
perceptible. The funeral has been ar-
ranged for 8 p.m. on Thursday, and it is
expected that there will be a special
meeting of the Grand Lodge, and that
all the officers will be present at the
mournful obsequies.

Bush fires are raging in the neighbour-
hoon of Brussels to a great extent, and
have already done a large amount of
damage. Unlessrain comes immediately
to arrest its progress further and more
serious consequences will result.
Extensive bush fires are raging a short
distance east of Kincardine. It is reported
that several houses and barns have been
burned, but we have received no definite
information yet.

The barn, driving house, and contents,
owned by Wm. Kennedy, Township of
Tura, were destroyed by fire on Moaday
afternoon, together with some sheep and
pigs in the barn. The origin cf the fire
was bush fires, which, by the prevailing
high wind, swept everything before them.
Mr. Kennedy's loss will be about $1,500,
which is partially covered by insurance.
Jas. Hammel’s barn and ‘contents were
also burned, as were Jos. Pall’s and con-
tents; and a number of others in that
vicinity suffered more or less from bush
fires. on Tuesday.
