MAY CAUSE WAR WITH NATIONAL

American League Club Owners
Adopt Declaration of
Independence.

New York, Dec. 12.—Before adjourning
(e annual fall meeting at the Hotel Astor |
{today, the American League baseball club
owners adopted resolutions, offered by
-yresicent Frank J. Farrell, of the New
york ciub, that may lead to a war with
e “National League. The remluuon.l
which was prompted by the world's series

ticket scandal, reads this way:

“Resolved, that the American League
will continue to exercise its privileges and
observe its obligations under the national
ugreement, but will decline to have any'
further official intercourse with the
National League, except so far as may'
Le requisite for the safeguarding of its
territorial and player rights.

“Be it further rveselved, that the Ameri-
can League will not be represented in
wnother series for the champlonship of |
the world, or in another inter-league '
event, unless accorded sole charge of the
sale of tickets to games played on its own !
grounds, under an agreement, and with,
the understanding that it shall not assume
responsibility for the conduct of the busi- |
ness department of games at the park
of the other contesting club.”

Copies of this resolution were sent to,
Thomas J. Lynch, president of the
National League, in session at the Wal-!
dorf-Astoria; August Herrmann, chalrman '
of the National Commission, and J. H.
Farrell, secretary of the National Assccia-
tion of Minor Leagues.

Ban Johason Talks.

While the American Leaguers were'
taking this step, which was considered
a slap at Messrs. Herrmann and Lynch, |
because of their apparemt opposition to
Ban Johnson's attempt to unearth facts
relating to the ticket scandal made by him
at the National Commission meeting on
Monday, facts began to leak out. Johm-
«on at first refused to make any explana- !
tory statement, but finally answered some |
questions. §

“What have you to say about the
American League's resolution?’ he was
asked.

It speaks for itself. We are tired
of dealing with the other league,” he
veplied.

“Have you been blocked in your at-
tempt to get a quick verdict in the ticket
case?”

“You know that several persons were
proved guilty of collusion vgth scalpers
in Chicago two years ago, and that I
wanted to have them driven out of base-
ball, but I was not alluwed to go through
with my plan.” }

“]s anybody guilty of colluslon with
speculators here this fall?”’

“Proof may be lacking, but there's evi-
dence, and it's easy to draw a conclu-

sion.”

Secretary Joseph D. O'Brien, of the
New York club, gave eut the statement |
to the commission tonight It is a series
of questions and answers drafted to John'
T. Brush, who is on his way to 'l‘ex‘u.'
The report goes on to state that Seeretary
Willilam Gray, Treasurer John Whalenl
and 27 others handled ‘the sale of tickets.
John A. Heydler, representing the
National Commission, got the largest |
number of tickets, 1,844. Ban Johnson
received 226 tickets for the games in this
city. The report shows that one ticket
charged up to him fell into the hands of
a scalper.

Gave It To Cierk.

Johnson explained last night that he
had given this ticket to the clerk In @,
Philadelphia hotel, who sold it for a
profit. The report goes on to say that
the orders for tickets by mall swamped
the New York club. The concluding
paragraph reads: i

“If the commission has sufficient in-)
formation to establish the guilt of any
irmdividual connected with the New York
club, 1 am as anxious as anyone to know
who it is that is Involved. If the com-
mission has nothing but unsupported
hearsay, then it is at fault in keeping this
matter alive and subjecting the New .
York club to continued suspicion and
abuse, and should, if it cannot prove the
charge, exonerate the club and its offi-
clals, and censure the individual who
made it."”

New York, Dec. 13, — The war
cloud on the baseball horizon was the
chief topic of discussion in sporting
circles here today. None of the base-
ball magnates would admit that they
knew exactly what was meant by the
American League's “declaration of in-
dependence,” as issued In the form of
a brief resolution last night, but most
of them admitted that tho situntion
held possibilitics of serious trouble.

The “declaration” is the outcome of
the trouble over the world’s series
ticket scandal, and is generally regard-
ed as Ban Johnson's reply to the pep-
pery letter made public by Brush, of
the New York Nationals, in which
Brush says that the only scalped tic-
ket which he was able to trace was
one lssued to Johnson. Johnson today
explained that he had given this tic-
ket to the clerk In a Philadelphia
hotel, who sold it for a profit, As to
the American League’s defl, Johnson
would only say:

“It speaks for itself. We are tired of
dealing with the other league.”

Although the National League is
evincing no inclination to take up the
gauntlet thus thrown down, it is known
that sevcral of the club owners in the
American League would welcome a
baseball war. Good plavers are hard to
get in times of peace. Money will get
them where there is a fight on, and
the American League magnates be-
leve that they would go into a battle
of this kind, with the odds heavily in
their favor.
