The laiter eventually gives up
important work and speaks with
them. They tell him they must have
coal iamedijately. And it mustn’t be
sofi coal, either. It must be the finest
article in the land, hand-picked and
guaranteéed to give five cubic feet of
pure flame per lump. They usually
want their coal delivered in quarter-
ton lots.

One retailer declared that he never

| took advantage of the law of supply

and demand. He found it good bus-
iness to secure only a reasonably fair
profit on every ton despite the tem-
porary scarcity. Then, when coal
again became cheap, customers re-
membered his fairness and continued
to buy.

The pirate of the coal business, ac-
cording to this man, is the jobber.
Those retailers who buy from other
but reputable firms, the “big six,”
are cheating the public. The “coal
hog” is one of the nuisances of the
retailer. Frequent cases occur of
consumers demanding supplies when
second and third bins are well filled.
But drivers are told never to deliver
a solitary lump to anyone having
more than a ton in his cellar. It is
only by employing such methods that
the present situation has been met.

Doctors Beg for Coal.

Physicians phone every day beg-
ging coal deliveries for destitute pa-
tients. In such instances the major-
ity of dealers fill their wants whether
they be customers or not. Some-
times these people are so impover-
ished that the coal bill is never paid.

Adults who would procure free fuel
by robbing a yard usually employ a
small boy to do it for them. The
urchin arrives outside the yard late
at night with a sleigh and soap-box.
He squeezes under the fence, fills his
rectptacle and is gone. If he is
caught he cannot be arrested because
he is a minor. Unless the boy or
man does not take more than a few
hundred pounds, he invariably de-
parts untouched, the majority of
dealers merely winking at such depre-
dations. But if it can be'proven that
the thief is already well stocked up
he is apprehended and : brought to
court.

Consumers who turned up their
noses at coke and soft coal for fur-
naces last September when fuel was
plentiful will, as a rule, take any-
thing now., Frequently they cannot
get even soft coal. The retailer must
look after his old customers first.

While the reporter sat and watched,
an elderly woman entered the office.
She nabbed the manager before he
could get away and told him her
troubles.

“Why don’t you answer the phone?”
she asked menacingly. “I've tried to
get you three times.” i

“We always do, madame,” said the
merchant.

The phone rang.

“There,” sald the lady triumphant-
ly. “The phone's ringing now, and
you aren’t answering it.”

“No, 'm not,” admitted the dealer,
“because I am engaged talking to
you.” :

“I want a-ton of egg coal.”

“If .you are not a regular cus-
tomer I'm afraid we can't supply
you for three days.”

“So that's the way you run your
business,” she said in a rage. “I just
wish I could run it for You. I'd show
you how.”

The merchant then answered the
phane, and was gone for a few min-
utes. The woman became impatient.

“Say,” she sald to the office girl.
“Is he going to talk on that phone
all night?” i

The merchant continued to talk
for another 30' seconds and she went
off in a huff.

Although the fuel situation is seri-
ous and the retailer is commencing
to show signs of wear and tear, local
dealers predict it will be just as bad
during February. They ask greater
co-operation from the bublic if con-
ditions are to be successfully com-
bated. They point out that con-
sumption ‘can be cut down material-
ly by proper firing and repairing of
furnaces having defective drafts. One
merchant advised the bublic to use
only the best coal procurable, claim-
ing such a policy to be the most eco-
nomical and satisfactory for all con-
cerned.

Brewers Anxious to Make the
“Pubs™ Something More
Than Drinking Places.

London, Jan. 25~For years brew-
ers, distillers and license holders
have expressed their eagerness to
make the saloons something more than
mere drinking places, but they as-
sert that any attempt to do so al-
ways receives opposition from the
police of magistral authoritties, or
the temperance organizations.

Wireless entertainment for the
benefit of the customers of the public
houses is now being congidered.

This would require an additional
license for a public house permit-
ting music on the bremises. No ap-
plications for this has been sub-
mitted to the magistrates, but if
such applications are made it is
certain that they will meet from op-
position from what may be termed
the present wave of interest in broad-
casting.

“Model public nouses” are now
being instituted through the brewing
companies with the approval of the
local authorities.

Speakers All Urge Closer Rela-
tionship to Serve City
' and County.

The members of the county council
aow -in session at the County Build-
ngs, were welcomed today at noon

at a luncheon in the Tecumseh
House, tendered them by the Cham-

her of Commerce.

Major Gordon Ingram, vice-presi-
dent of the Chamber, was chairman.
Warden Wm. Ross and - Mayor

Wenige were on his immediate right,
and ex-Warden Cousens on his left.

Four members of the city council
were present, namely: Mayor Wenige,
Ald. P. J. Watt E. Hayden, L. Doug-
lass.

A. E. Campbell, Frank McCormick, R.
A. Finn, Gordon Philip, A, R, Ken-

nedy, and others. .
Seek Co-ope‘tion.

“We are locking for opportunity to
work with the county ¢ouncil towards
improvement of rural conditions and
your relationships with the city,”
said Chairman Gordon Ingram. in ad-
dressing the councillors.

“We have been looking around to
further this co-operation scheme.

“The citizens of London are realiz-
ing more ‘avery day that they are de-
pendent on the vast number of neigh-
hors living in districts around the
city. There are a great many places
where the city council and county
council come in contact in their ac-
tivities.

Relates History.

The speaker then outlined the
course of events during the last five
or six years since the timé the two
Dodles got together for their first ef-
fort towards co-operatfon.

Extends Welcome.

“I welcome you in the name of the
city of London not only for today
but for all time to come,” he said.
“This co-operation is not a new idea.
It has heen in existence for a long
time but not been carried out. Nine-
teen twenty three will, I think, see
some action towards the
ment of this community spirit.

The mayor stated that all were
aiming at one common object, name-
ly: the service to the community.
The city counecil had, he said, a
market committee, which was en-
deavoring to solve the problems of
more market space, covered sheds,
additional produce buildings, etec.

“We can't promise anything defi-
nitely in this regard.” he said, “but
we are going to make a big effort.

The mayor went on to outline other
propositions before the city counecil,
in which the county council was also
interested, such as the Western Falr'
proposed manufacturers’ building,
the women's rest room, and the
monster annual plowing match.
