THE ROSS CASE

Examination of the Prisoner To-day at the Folice

¢ Court—The Trial Postponed.
. Robert M. Ross was charged with stealing
a valuable gold breastpin, the property of
J. H. McDomald. He elected to be tried by
a jury, and pleaded not guilty. He was
farther charged with stealing a large quan-
tity of law stamps' and several parcei of
lead pencils, the property of the Ontario
Government. He pleaded not guilty, and
elected as before.

James H. McDonald, sworn, said that the
pin produced in court was his, and that it
was stolen from his coat pocket in the bar-
risters’ room at chancery chambers, Osgoode
hall, on the 5th of June last.

Joseph E. Rogers of Barrje,sworn, said he
had seen the prisoner in that town in Au-
gust last, where he was staying at an hotel ;
the prisomer was wearing “a pin similar to
the one in comt in his scarf. He had never
seen one like it before..

Mr. Kent, who -acted for the defence,
asked for an adjournment till the 2u
March, which was granted. ,

The charge for stealing the law stamps
was then proceeded with, it
W Thomas W. Taylor of Qsgoode hall,sworn,
said that the prisoner had been a clerk in
his employ at Osgoode - hall for five years ;
the law stamps produced in court had no right
to be iu his possessign ; they were gbtained:
through the carelessness of fellow clerks ;
the lead pencils produced were the eaact
counterpart ef those sent to him by the
queen’s printer} the prisoner had no right to
remove them to his hpuse; the prisoner was
in November last temporarily removed:to
the accountant’s office; solicitors frequently
went into the vault, and the stamps produc-
ed may have been taken since November last.

Detective Sheehan testified to his luvinﬁ
arrested the prisoner at Osgoode hall, too
him to the detectives’ room and in company
with Detective Newhall searched him, find-
ing on his person the lIaw stamps produced; §
asked him where he lived and he refased to
tell; at Osgoede hall I found eut that he
lived on the corner of Beverley street and
Dufferin place; T went there and found in
his trunk the pencils prodyted.

This case was also remanded till the 2nd
March.
