Three miles to the front is Chippews, where
Major-Gen. Riall on July 5, with 1500 regu-
lars, 500 militia and 300 Indians, attacked the
American forces, 4000 strong, and was defeated
after a hard fought contest, and where, too,
the beaten American forces halted for one
night after their tadte of* British cold steel at
Lundy’s Lane.

Seventeen miles further on is Fort E e,

where the Americans were subsequently
cooped up by half their numbers of British
and Canadian soldiers until finally they be-
took themselves across the frontier- and sat
down amid the devastation that blackened
their country and left not a building standing
from Niagara to Black Rock, and seven miles
to the left can“be seen the dark shaft of
Brock’s Monument towering aloft on Queens-
ton Heights, while away to the right stretches
the road that gives its name toome of the
most glorious bits of Canadian history.

You can get to Lundy’s Lane in two ways.
Stopping on the Canadian side you come out
by the horse cars at a costof the smallest
coin of the currency of the realm. If you go
over to the American side you have to
take a carriage ‘st a cost of many shekels,
while the bridgeJeeper dives deep into your
pocket; the custom house officer manglss your
grip-sack, and the driver impresses  you with
the idea that about $2 will be the correct thing
to solace him for having bestowed on you the
honor of his company.

In rear of the battery he
posted the 89th Regiment, a detachment of the
Royal Scots and the light companies of the
41st. The Glengarry Light Infantry held the
right and the Canadian militia and a detach-
ment of the 3d Buffs the left, while & squad-
ron of the 19th Light Dragoons were J)Lced
shightly in the rear. The enemy were already
within 600 yards, the advance guard consist-
ing of Scott’s brigade, being 2000 strong,
while Ripley’s brigade, which soon joined,
added 2000 more, and Brown himself shortly
arrived with another 1000 men.
From 5.80 until 9 o’clock Drummond fought
the American forces, his cannon doing terrible
execution and his men standing firm, even
when his left flank was flung back to the crest
of the hill by sheer weight of numbers and
his gunners were being bayonetted as they
worked their pieces. At the latter hour
Riall’s advance guard, which had been re-
called, came up and with it 400 militia,
reinforcing Drummond with 1200 men,
Then the battle raged with greater fury
than ever. The moon shed a faint light that
failed to pierce the battle smoke and was lost
before the spouting ﬂam;{)f the artillery and
/the volleying musket, y a desperate charge
the A.merioufs at length captured the battery
and drove the British troops over the hill, but
old Drummond thtew off his hat, called his
men, and with a grand cheer they swept back
again over the hill, retook their own battery,
and, capturing one gun of the enemy, turned
it against the Americans. But the latter were
not yet satisfied. Pushing their guus close up
to Drummond’s batteries -therz ensued a
cannon duel at a few paces, dealing wreck and
ruin about in horrible manner. ut British
cold steel was again brought into play and at
midnight, with the bayonet goading his sides,
Brown reluctantly began his retreat, halting
%t _Chippewsa and finally falling back onFort
rie.
The battle field was a terrible spectacle,
Seventeen hundred men lay dead and wounded
on the trampled and torn sod, while thoss un-
hurt were literally exhausted, The; British
loss was 870. - The Americans had 930 killed
and wounded and lost 8300 prisoners, The
Americans call the battle Bridgewater and
claim it as & victory for themselves.
To-day there is scare a trace of the battle to
be found.. Standing on the eminence that
formed the key of the position one cannot un-
derstand how Drummond’s 1600 could stand
hefore Brown’s 5000, The hill is nothingmore
than a gentle slope up which a regiment could
come at the doub'e without winding them. In
no place is there anything like a declivity, and
Brown could have marclied around either of
the British flanks with the utmost ease.
There is not a strong piece of ground
within miles, and there was no forest on the
hill to screen its defenders. Lundy’s Lane 18
a nice piece of sandy country road that comes
up the little ascent and then runs along
towards Welland. It was back over 'this
road that the left was thrown when that flank
was turned, and it was across this road that
both armies swept in:the carnage of their
bayonet charges. Atthe foot of the hill there
is a cross road, and on this road and the lane
stands the town of Drummondville, now called
Niagara Falls South, presumably because it is
not south from Niagara. On this cross-
there still stands a house and stable belonging
to Mr. Spence, which were in existence at the
time of the battle. Both were pierced with
cannon balls, and to this day show the scars
of the strife. The only other building near
at the time was ‘on the old Cook
farm. The house has since been
torn down, but on the day of the bagtle it was
used as a hospital, and -when the family re-
turned to it the morning after there were three
inches of congealed blood on the floor.
