were sacrificed—shedding their blood for
their country’s rights.

As 53 years l;::;gaassd since, and the op-
pressors have away, although I am
uite familiar with all the facts and causes
of that political rising, it seems to me it is
only proper that asuitable monument should
be erected over their grave.

They were both the sons of brave U.E.
Loyalists Mathews having fought in the
war of 1812 for Canada. 1t wasnot as the
enemies of their country they “shed| their
blood, but as native Canadians, asserting
political rights refused to Canadians but
since granted and which we are all enjoying:
in Canada. Time has covered up 'the then
political animosities.

Birchall’s Confession.

+Editor World: Your article on the Rev.
Mr, 'Wade and Birchall’s confession strength-
ens me 1n an opinion I formed at the time of
ths trial and execution, that Birchall him-
self did not actually do the murdering,
though he was the cause of it and therefore
morally guilty of it, having agreed with one
or more parties to.do it for him and giving
them probably Benwell’s watch and money
as a reward for their work, and at the same
time his own word of honor as a gentleman
that he would not betray them, but’take the
full conséquences of the act n himself.
Hence he was literally but only “technically
true in his statement that he did not commit
the.murder. ;

My reasons for this opinion are that the
evidence showed that the boots on the bod
were not. those Benwell wore in his last walz
with ‘Birchall—the brother of the murdered
man disowned them aud Birchall had no
such boots in his possession at the time as
were found on the body. Then the position
of the body and several other items of evi-
dence showed the probability of more than
one person being actors in the murder, also
the fact that Birchall offered evidence as to
the purchase of his own pistol in London and
that it was not of the same calibre gs the
bullets showed must bave been used in the
murder.

Birchall, I think, spoke trulg gt the time
of his arrest, in saying, that while they were
busy about him only, the authorities were
‘allowing the real murderers—probably two
at least—to escape.

Birchall knew enough of his own position
to known thatif he told all, and allowed
justice to overtake his employes in the
matter, it would not alter his position, while
he would forfeit his-pledged word and honor
to them, Now, sugposing my opinion to b®
correct, and Birchall confe all to his
spiritual advisers it would naturally be in
confidence that the parties who bad received
his word of honor should not be betrayed.

Of course it is a question for the Rev. Mr.
Wade whether duty to the State should not
over-ride his pledge of secrecy to Birchall;
but no oné can settle that question for the
rev, gentleman but himself, - W, H.
