A Word of Friendly Caution Against
Going Tvo Fay Either Way.

A great many peop.e are fond of over-
doing things. They carry practices and ideas
to extremes, and indnlge in the use of su-
perlatives.  Unquoslified praise is seldom
called for, neither is unqualified condemna-
tion desirable, for the great poet found
there was “‘good in everything.” The gen-
eral use of extrenies is apt to aroufse suspi-
cion as to sincerity, aid justly so. Take,
for example, the use of wourning paper.
Some people adopt a paper bordered by a
black band fully balf an inch in width. To
say nothing about good taste, which may
not be considered under the circumstances,
the use of such paper is entirely too con-
spicuous. It obtrudes your grief upon every-
body, and malkes a display of it. The mat-
ter is wholly personal ; it is not necessary
to proclaim it to the world.

In the wearing ot rings and jewellery, a
lavishness of display is often noticeable,
This also is bad form, being a parade of
mere personal wealth. Rings ‘and jewels
are all right if worn in moderation, but true
refinement never indulges in excesses of
dress or ornamentation., It is this over-
doing of things that leads to difficulties,even
as too much study may weaken your eyes
or destroy your health, thus preventing for
a time at, least further acquirement of
l;nowic(igc:? In speech, also, superlatives
are too often used, and they serve to
awaken distrust. Absolute perfection is
indeed rare, and exaggeration playsa great
part in modern life. We think too much
of our awn importance, or talk too much of
ourselves, We dwell too much upon fam-
ily or society, and lend a fictitious value to
absolutely. empty things. The use of su-
perlative words often tends to destroy the
impression that we wish to convey, simply
because we overdo things. = A light curb, a
little thought regarding things of this tife,
/geems to accomplish the end much better

TALKS FORTRE FARMER.

SHEEP A PROFITABLE STOCK FOR
THE CANADIAN FARMER.

A Very Careful Review of the Different
Dreeds—The Competition of Oue Breed
Against Another a Mistake—~A Lesson in

Farm Manners.,

A great many of the farmers of Ontario
bave given up raising sheep, and claim it
does not pay to raise them; but take an av-
erage farmof 100acresofigood land andit will
carry » flock of twenty ewesunder good
management, and the profits will ran from
$100 to $200 per year from wool and mut-
ton. Ten acres of clover and peas will,with
a tew roots, be all that is required for their
winter feed, and there is a gain in growing
these crops, as peas and clover enrich the
soil and relieve the necessity of growing so
much barley at the present low price, (with
no prospect of improvement for coming
years, it being a crop which tends te im-
poverish the soil and makes a very small re-
turn in manure).

There are many different opinions as to
what kind of sheep are the most profitable
to raise. This I believe should be regulated
by the quality of the soil. The Cotswolds
gome years ago were awarded the medal at
Toronto Industrial against all breeds for
the best pair of fat sheep for exportation,
which was won by ewes weighing 345
pounds each. Again | recently at the Lon-
don Provincial show the Cotswolds were
awarded first prize against all others, al-
though it seems to be a mistake—the com-

Dominion Sheep Breeders’ Association
could make a change in this particular
satisfactory to all interested. The real
valueof Cotswolds is in crossing on other
breeds or on grade flocks.

Mr. Russell, Swanwick, Manager of the

Gloucestershire, Kngland, showed me =
flock of sheep, two of evgry kind in Great
Britain, which he had collected together
that he might compare their feeding quali-
ties. He remarked at the time that a great
many of their Cotswold rams were used in
England to cross on Down ewes, toimprove
their feeding quality, and no doubt the
mutton sells for Down mutton on the Eng-
lish markets, The gain in using Cotswold
rams in Canada is to get size for shipping
purposes, as we' all know itis the weight

own experience in; breeding Leices-
ters, Lincolns, Cotswolds and - Shyep-
shires. A few years ago I fed in
one pen two pairs of first 'prize
Cotswold ewes at the English Royal, and
one pair of Shropshire ewes, first prize win-
ners at the H. S. Show in Scotland ; raised
pure-bred lambs from them all, and find the
Cotswold will produce the heaviest lambs,
and in shearings again I find the Cotswold
will shear about three pounds-to-two of the
Shrops. Canada has only been a" resting
place for the Cotswolds on their way to the
west, even as far as Colorado. The wool
dealers injured the reputation of the Cots-
wolds; as they fancied every coarse fleece
was 3 Cotswold when not one in five hun-
dred was from pure-blooded Cotswold
sheep. The demand for Cotswolds in the
west at present cannot be supplied. This
goes far to show that no other breed will
replace them.—James Russell, Richmond
Hill, in Farmer’s Advocate.

At one of the farmers’ institutes, Theo-
dore Louis, the veteran teacher of hogology,
had been relating to an interested audience
of farmers how he bred, fed and marketed
his hogs, giving minute details of the work,
tending * brood sows, cooking squashes,
cleaning out the pens, supplying bedding
and everything pertaining to the businees.
As he came down from the platform a farm-
er with unkempt hair and beard, a slouched
hat, greasy frock and overalls, the latter
tacked into a pair of dirty, coarse boots,
met him and said :

“Mr. Louis, do you pretend to say you
feed your own hogs ?”

“Oh, yes! When I am at home.”

“And clean out the manure ?”

“‘Certainly,” said Mr. Louis,
smile.

“Well,” said Farmer Tumbledown, with
a’'wneer, “‘when a man with a stiff hat, a
black suit of clothes, a gold chain and
shiny shoes tells me he feeds hogs and clesns
out the pen, I don’t believe him.”

This rather' nettled the good-natured
champion of improved “‘swine husbandry,”
and he said :

“‘My friend, did you learn anything new
ot me, to-day?”

“Oh, yes,” said Tumbledown, ‘‘all you
said about breeding and teeding was good,
but I don’t believe a man who dresses like
you ever feeds hogs.”

There was an interested group of listeners
gathered by this time, and, with a twinkle
in his eyes, Uncle Theodore said :

“Now, my triend, let me teach you some-
thing else. If you want men to respect
you and your calling, you must show some
respect for it yourself. You ought to have
enough ambition and self-respect so that
when you go to town or to attend an in-
stitute you would black your boots, put on
a decent suit of clothes and clean yourself
up.” .
The crowd seemed to appreciate the situa-
tion, and Tumbledown had business some-
where else.

It is not the farming but it is farmers
like Tumbledown that cause some people to
speak lightly of farmers. There is nothing
in the business of ‘farming that needs to
make a boor of a man. The day is passed
when dirty hands, greasy clothes and muddy
boots are to be accepted as an index of oc-
cupation.—Colman’s Rural World.

SMOKELESS POWDER IN WAR.

P S
It Gives Many Advantages to the Bide
Making the Attack.

The introduction ot smokeless powders
has had considerable to do with a change of
tactics on the field of battle. In the absence
of the smoke screen on both sides, the com-
pany officers not only find it easier to work
together, but can control their men and
judge the effect of their fire on the enemy
w0 a far greater degree than was formerly
possible. From their "point of view this
increased power of control more than com-
pensates the attack for the increased facility
of concealment smokeless powder confers on
the defence. It is true that the latter also
profits by the same increased power of con-
trol, but they argue that from the nature of
things the defence, striving only to prevent
| being beaten, whereas the attack fights with
| the determination to win, the latter isina
| position to make tar better use of this new
| powder than the former. Put in another
| form, it comes to this: The heavier and
more accurate the fire whistling over a
trench, the harder it is to make men raise
their heads over it to take aim. Smoke-
less powder makes it easier for the attack
to deliver such a fire ; hence the difficulties
of the defence will be increased.

Further, in the-absence of smoke, men
stationary on vhe defence cannot escape
the depressing influence of the dead and
wounded lying around them, but the at-
tack leaves all these evidences of the fight
behind it. So here again the advantage is
on its side.

With reference to the question of the
use of smokeless powders by the artillery,
the general idea seems to be that it was all
a gain to the side which thought more of
killing its enemy than of avoiding being
killed jitself. It enormously facilitates the
mainténance of fire within the battery, per-
mits of continuous fire even at the most
rapid rate, for no smoke interferes with the
laying of the guns, and, above all things,
cheers the hearts of the men by enabling
them to see th2 results of theif fire.

As a means of concealment it is of no use
at all, for even at extreme ranges of 5,000
vyards and upward the flash of discharge is
always distinctly visible, and at fighting
ranges the flash enables one to note exactly
the position of the enemy’s guns. This
was not always possible with the old pow-
ders, for the smoke obscured the object
and prevented one’s picking np an exact
point to aim at.

The artillery will be far from regretting

that brings the profit. I can only give mg | $he loss of the two clouds which hung, the

one in front of their own and the other in
front of the enmemy’s guns. Smoke is &
cover added to that furnished by the
ground, and no one has ever been anxious
for his opponent to have corners which he
himself could not turn to advantage.

Smoke has
been so good & cover on many occasions
that its absence will impose new conditions,
and natural cover will have to be much
more extensively utilized. With the
vanishing poetry of the smoke battle the
prose of a new era will begin, in which
combat will be more like a game of chese in
view of the piece as a whole, and new dis-
positions of old qualities and virtues will
be wanted, Caution will pay in a smokeless
