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THE WAIL OF A FREE TRADE COUNTRY

rhe Manufacturing Chemist, an influ-
ential periodical published in' London,
England, has a jeading article in its Feb-
ruary ‘isste, showing how Russia ik grad-
mally, but surely, establishing a cotton
industry om a large scale, According to
the correspondent of The Daily News,
“Russia, apart from its own cotton crop,
imports- over ' the European frontier
"8,000,000 poods of cotton anhually, —of
the value of 80,000,000 roubles.- And if
it be gramted that 11,500,000 poods of
cotton -eonsumed - give 10,000,000 poods
of finished goeds, the first question that
arises is, What would Russia e to
pey the foreigmer for 10,000,000 poods
of finished goods ? and sccond, Is Russia
& gainer by, producing the finished goods
for itseli? To import the 10,000,000
poods of fimished goods Russia, would
bave to pay abroad 250,000,000 roubles,
whereas by manufacturing the 10,000,000
poods ‘of  finished ' goods, it saves
the 250,000,000 roubles. and more-
over provi employment for
211,000 - operatives, to whom it
pays annually, in wages, 42,200,000
roubles... Surely, here in a nutshell is
the social and industrial problem.”

According to an Odessa correspondent,
writing to The Daily News, the Russian
cotton industries are benefited “by a
generous customs tariif levied for protec-
tion;” and at a emall sacrifice imposed

. on the.. consumer, is “compensated by
gain to mative industries.” Commenting
. on this state of affairs The Manufactur-
ing Chemist remarks: .

“Just so; as British production fails,
foreign production grows; and the sup-
port-we give to foreign production, in
each and all the industries, is a sentence

“of relegation.to want and misery, and
to yearly increasing numbers of the pau-
pes population. The end is not yet, but
it has
them that join house to house, and lay
field to field, till there be no place, Go
to now, ye rich men, weep and howl for
the miseries that will come upon Yyou.
Behold, the hire of the laborers who
have reaped down your fields, which by
you is kept back by fraud, crieth. i

The quotation is not a happy one,
when the soil of Great'Britain is passing
put of cultivation, by deference to what

become in fifty years -an-. .old
woman’s fetish; nor can it be said to
apply to the iron and steel industries
which are sharply leaving us; nor to
Lancashire and ever so many other dis-
tricts. Still' the quotation admonishes
us that at last the worm will turn,
and, baving a tongue, will sting. i

If further eévidence is needed to prove
the magnitude and extent of the de-
pression that exists in English indus-
tries, let us ‘quote what the president
of the Blackburn Chamber of Commerce
said of the Lancashire cotton trade on
Jan. 29 last., Here are his exact words;

The weaving and spinning trade of
Lancashire was in a deplorable condi-
tion, and there never was a time of such
disaster and loss as during the present
month. Never was the prospect more
dark ; and the disorganized markets, the
reimposition of duties, the extension of
mills abroad and the making of English
machjnery for competition abroad in
full swing left the future with no hope
in it. He had given up -all hopes of
Governments aiding them, for as long as
the political carrot was placed before
the British donkey’s nose he would run
gr it and nothin, else.  Before long

ere may be, and probably will be, as
sad a condition of things in Lancashire
as during the cotton famine while the
American: Civil War. lasted—famine as
grievous as during the Irish potato fa-
mine in Ireland.

So much for the evidence of the de-
‘cline of the English cotton industries.
Let us now: turn to the iron trade, Pro-
bably the best informed paper on this
industry is The London Irop and Coal
. Trades Review. In a recemt issue it

refers to the iron trade in the follow-;

ing pessimistic strainy

The proverb that it is always the un-
expected that happens applies with
‘ force and truth to a good many of the
ordinary experiences of life, but it is
perhaps more applicable to the course
of events in the iron and steel industries
than to any other circumstances within
the range of common knowledge. The
remarkable changes that have occurred
in ‘this industry during the last few
years have marked it dowifas one of the
darkest of dark horses. The changes
that are now in progress will probably
similarly distinguish the future. No one
would have been likely to imagine ten
years ago that the United States wouid
have taken the leading place as an
iron and coal producing country, and
have lost both again within a - very
short period of time; that Germany
would have almost come abreast.of our
own country as an iron-producing na-
tion; that Lngland would have’ been al-
most shut out of her own colosies and
dependencies by foreign competition;
that the iron ttade of Great Britain gen-
erally would: be threatened with decay.

Great Britain is the only free trade
country in the world, and The Globe is
wont to cite it as-a proof of the pene-
fits of free trade as against protection.
‘As a rule, -The Globe fails to go iinto
particulars, but refers in a general way
to the wonderful progress England has
made during the last century. It may
be admitted, and it no doubt is the
case, that England has made great pro-
gress since free trade was adopted in
that country. But because England has
prospered under free trade up to the
present . time, it does not follow that
she will continue to prosper in the
future. Nor does it follow, because free
“trade has been successful for a certain
length of time in England, that it will
be successful in other countries. The
conditions that contributed to the suc4
cess of free trade in England 50 years
ago do not exist to-day. Great
Britain  succeeded s0  well under
her free trade regime, not so much from
her free trade policy, as from the fact
that other countries were either.engaged
fn foreign or domestic warfare, consoli-
dating their territory, or otherwise so
occupied that they had neither the time
nor opportunity to extend their manu-
factures. To:day conditions are com-
pletely altered. For many years the
nations of the world have been at
peace. Each one is determined to pay
tribute no longer to Great Britain. The
wail that is coming forth from the

PATRONS AND PASSES.

A Charge Made by Eockie Wilson Against
the M.P. for East York—The Patrons
Slow In Living Up to Thelr l'nl’o;§
sions—The Case of Mr. Pardo.

The ' following. correspondence will
throw some light’on the attitude of Pa-
trons toward railway passes for mem-
bers of our legislatures:’

Dear Sir,—At a Patron meeting held
by Mr. John'Brown in Maple, West York,
Mr. J. Lockie Wilson, also a - Patron
speaker, charged you publicly beiore a
erowded hall of carrying in your pocket
a pass from the C.P. Railway Company.

I woald like to know if this is so, as
I will'/dress him down for it if not so at
his next meeting. I told him! I did not
believe it but I was not in a position
to flatly contradict "it.

Mr. B. O. Harvey, Laskay, Ont.:

Dear 8ir,—In answer to your query,
I beg to say-that Mr. Lockie Wilson
(who is the Patron candidate-for Glen-
garry for the Commons) entirely misre-
presents me' if he stated that I either
carred a railway pass or traveled on
ome. Previous to my election in East
York I had passes on several railways
on account of my connection with The
World. I gave these up on my election,
and when passes were sent to me an-
nually from the railways on account of
my being a member of the House of
Commons, I returned these also, and
ever since my election have paid for all
my railway traveling. Out of my ses-
sional indemnity -for last’ year I paid
over $250 for traveling between Toronto

and Ottawa during the session alone. I:

do not claim this to be any especial
political virtue, nor have I ever tried
to make capital out of the fact. And
I can say-the same for a number of
my fellow-members who pay their rail-
way transportation. I find that the

Patrons, however, at their meeting in-

Toronto on Sept. 18 last, when they
organized tlreir members in the Local
Legislature, under. Mr. Haycock as lead-
er, drew up a platform, the first plank
of which reads as follows:

Resolved, that there be an enactment to
rendpr it & violatiop of the independence
of Parliament to accept & pass from any
railway, steamboat or other transporta-
tion ‘company.

As far as I can gather, all the Patrons
elected to the Ontario Legislature, some
16 or 17 in number, were present and
endorsed this resolution.,

The Farmers’ Sun of about Jan. 24
of this year published a report of a
meeting which -had just then -been held
of the Grand. Lodge of the Patron or-
ganization, wherein the following de-
mands made by the Patrons in connec-
tion with Dominion aifairs were enun-
ciated :

.No member of the House of Commons
shall receive a free pass from any railroad
or steamship company, and the seat of
any . member - so  receiving < ‘a: free
pass  shall, on _proof thereof, be
tmmediately declared vacant, and
the person so offending shall be disquali-
fied for membership in the House of Com-
mons, or from any position in the gift of
the Government, for a space of five years.

In- to-night’s Evening News there ap-
pears the following paragraph:

- “The Patron bill against the acceptance
of rallway passes is not yet in shape.

In draiting it they struck some unexpect-
ed obstacies. For instance, Mr. Pardo of
Kent, who has not yet been read out of
the Patron ranks, it seems gets private
passes &s a shipper of lumber., As & mem-
ber of the Legislature, therefore, he need
not usp a legisiative pass. If the bill were
passed, forbidding members to accept or
ride on free passes, Mr. Pardo, the lum-
berman, would suffer on account of Mr.
Pardo, the member,

And if the bill only provided that
pasges should not be accepted in a legis-
ls:&e capacity a loophole would be left
by which members could all take passes
as shippers.

It is feared, even by the Patrons them-
selves, that the bill will be a failure.

Now, I beg to say in my humble
judgment, after the two pronounced de-
clarations of the Patrons quoted above,
that tkere should ‘be mo trouble or delay
om: their part in proposing a law: on the
lines of such declaratioms. Supposing Mr.
Pardo did have to pay for his railway
travel, that would be no great hardship.
Befors I wns a member of Parliament I
bad) a railway pass as a mewspaper man,
and could have claimed the same privi-
lege after my election, but I chose not
to do so, amd simply, paid my fare. A
man’s private business has ‘nothing to
do, or:ought-not to have anything to do,
with his subscription to the declaration
of a party, pund it would be no great
hardship- were Mr. Pardo compelled to
live up to what he regards as sound
public poliey. .If the mere private con-
venience of the individual members of a
‘party i8 to influence the legislation pro-
posed by that party, thew there is very
little hope of that party being a -re-
generating force, as the Patrons claim
to be in the politics of this country. Mr.
Marter and his followers are setting a
noble example of standing by their prin-
ciples in the present legislature., They
vote and live as they profess.

Furthermore, I have beew informed
that passes weré distributed to the Pa-
tron members of the Legislature at the
opening of the House a few . 'weekls: ago,
and that only four returned the passes
to the compamies. I am told, further,
that some of the members still have these
passes - in their pockets. It appears to
me that if the Patroms wish to make
good their claim of superior political
virtue, it is their duty not only to re-
turn these passes, but to make a serious
effort to put a law on the statute book
in %he direction.of their platform quot-
ed above.

Thanking you for calling my attention
to Mr. Wilson'sistatement, and also trust-
ing that gentleman will have the fair-
ness to withdraw it on learning the

Electric Travel on Sunday. '
From The Globe.

The reply made by the Ontario Gov-
ernment to the Executive of the Lord’s
Day Alliance will, we think, be gener-
ally commended. As Sir Oliver Mowat
said, it is probable that no other coun-
try in the world has more stringent
Sunday laws than Ontario, and we think
the stringency ought not to be enhanced
without very sure testimony that the
people demand it. There are limits even
to the right of the majority in such h
case. As a matter of public policy the
state may provide for the preservation
of the day.of gest, but the observance
of the day as a religious matter must
be left to the conscience of the indivi-
dual, For it is obvious that the ut-
most that the eivil power can do in
such a case is to cleanse the outside
of the cup and the platter; it can en-
force quiet and decorum, but not de-
votion. In the case of electric railways
the Legislature deeided, as a compro-
mise,. upon the 'principle of local option.
If the majority of the people of a com-
munity desire they can veto Sunday
cars, It does not seem right to go
beyond this and say that a majority of
the people of Toronto, for instance, shall
have power to forbid the running of
Sunday ecars not only in Toronto, but in
Hamilton. e

The Decision Extremely Wise.
Trom The Ottawa Citizen,

Sir Oliver Mowat told the deputation
in effect that the Government were not
prepared to go any further in the diree-
tion of Sabbatarian legislation than it
had gone already. We cannot but think
the decision extremely wise. The alli-
ance virtually asks the Legislature to
attempt to make people religious, in'a
narrow and somewhat pharisaical sense

of the term, by statute. Such a com-
ception of -the - 'principles = of Governs:

Pgrmaw Whv?cegr:t:é'
country . air scepery, to eervices an
iérmzz‘on"s‘t‘x?idny vg‘a. right to’ their
choice.

SIR OLIVER MOWAT.

His Beginning As a Chancery Lawyer—How
Industry Buils Up a Big Practice.

From The Barrister for March.

In 1844, at Toronto, Sir Oliver form-
ed a partnership with Mr.. Burns,
former principal, under the style - of
Burns & Mowat. Mr, P. M. M. 8. Van-
koughnet was subseguently admitted to
the firm, which then changed its style
to Burns, Mowat & Vankoughnet. Their
offices were on the south side of King+
street, upon the site of the present Ro-
maine buildings. McDonald’s H - ad-
joined the office; here ‘Sir Oliver lived,
and it was a common sight to see him
return in the evening to his office, and
work late into the night. He almost
exclusively took chancery --briefs, and
rapidly engrossed this branch of his
former principal’s practice. .In 1848,
the Legislature interfered by statute to
prevent county judges from practising
as barristers, and ‘Mr, Burns withdrew
from the firm. Mowat & Vankoughnet
retained the large practice of the older
firm. In ~ 1849 ‘came the seweeping
changes in the Court of Chancery, ef-
fected by William Hume Blake, then
Bolicitor-General. The court was en-
tirely remodelled, with a chancellor and
two vice-chancellors. Mr, Blake himself
joined the court as chancellor, and Mr.
Esten was appointed one of the vice-
chancellors. The court at once won
the confidence both of the public and of
the bar. Now that the Court of Chan-
cery became efficient, and its usefulness
increased, Bir Oliver reaped the advan-
tage of his early loyalty to equity juris-
prudence. He took at once a foremost
place at the equity bar, and was engaged
in a majority of the causes.. A casual
inspgction; of 1 Grant’s chancery reports,
covering the period of the first year of
the mew court, shows him in one case
out of every two reported. It is . in-
teresting to note who were his com-
peers. Robert Baldwin was Attorney-
General; John Sandfield Macdonald, So-
licitor-General; Adam Wilson, Hagarty,
Eccles, Galt, Morrison, Cameron, to-
gether with forgotten leaders like Hector,
Crickmore and Brough, made a strong
bar. Nor were ' picturesque - figures
wanting, conspicuous among his breth-
ren was Dr. Connor, Q.C., formerly part-
ner, in the ‘flourishing concern’ with Wil-
liam Hume Blake and Joseph C. Morri-
son—tall, cadaverous, prematurely white
—‘Old Mortality’ as Judge Sullivan dub-
bed him. Not -all-of ‘these confined
themselves to equity business as did Sir
Oliver, but it is evident ‘that’to be 'a
leader among such men: was standing
not to be lightly won. In practice, as
in later life, the keynote. of Sir :Oliver's
success was his untiring” industry~and
pertinacity. Not as brilliant as sgme of
his rivals, he was unmatched in
dustry. In the days of Vice-Chancellor
Jameson, the bar, with Blake and Esten
as leaders, had been too strong for the
bench. A strong bench calls out the
best powers of counsel practising before
it, and, year by year, practising before
Blake and Esten, Sir Oliver’s knowledge
and breadth grew greater, until in his
own sphere, he was admitted leader of the
bar. His industry alone could allow him to
undertake, as he did, the largest equity
practice in Upper Canada. His part-
nerships were numerous, After the
dissolution of the firm of Mowat &
Vankoughnet, he. formed a partunership
under the style of Mowat, Ewart &
Helliwell, with Mr. John Ewart and
Mr. John Helliwell. Next, we find him
as head of the firm of Mowat, Roaf &
Davis. TFor a time after the dissolu-
tion of this firm, he practised alome, and
then entered into partnership with Mr.
James Maelennan. His business follow-
ed him from firm to firm,showing that §f
was to Sir Oliver that the business came
and not to the firm. Many of the cases
he argued, reported in Grant’s reports,
are to-day living authorities omn topics
of equity-jurisprudence. In 1856, he
put on silk as Queen’s counsel, and in
the following lyear made his first essay in
politics, contesting South Ontario.- Sir
Oliver was elected, and took his seat
in 1858.

For ecight years Sir Oliver was Vice-
Chancellor. His appointment was grate-
ful, both to the public and to the bar.
Ap a judge Sir Oliver’s notable character-
istic . was his fairmindedness. His re-
ported decisions are clear and logical,
and have always beea held of high au-
thority inm our courts. The education
of a lawyer is not favorable to breadth
of view, but with Sir Oliver his natural
fairmindedness saved him from narrow-
ness. He was an ideal equity judge—
learned in the jurisprudence, gkilled in
its technique, familiar with precedent,
but withal master of his reasen. He
might not always be able, as judge, to
deny a decree to a dishonest suitor, but

he wag a. difficult judge to apply to un-

der such circumstances. He resigned th€
bench to. re-enter public life in 1872, with
the fame of an upright judge. "Since thefi
Sir Oliver’s career as law: reformer and
as administrator of a great province is
known to all. He has left his 'mark
upon our institutions.

COUNCIL DECLINES 70 CONSIDER
THE BYLAW.

Polling Hours to Be Extended Till 8
o'Clock—Defeat for the Aqueducters—
Brick Pavements to Be Reconsidered—
Avenue-road Track to Be Laild—Civic
Holiday Aug. 19.

The Mayor presided' at the meeting of
the City Council yesterday afternoon, all

the members present,

The commumication from " Barrister

James C. Code, respecting the utilization

of land near the Dundas-street bridges
for the cultivation of potatoes by the
poor, was, on motion of Ald. R. H. Gra-
ham, referred to the Parks and Gardens
Committee.

The Agqueducters. :

Ald. Shaw and Hallam moved that it
be an
Committee to oppose the Georgian Bay
Agueduct Company’s bill, and that the
local members be requested to support
them in such action.

Ald. Leslie moved an amendment that
the question of submission to the people
referred to im the bill be not opposed by
the council. He argued that the com-
pany could not make a fair and reason-
able agreement with the council and said
ap the city would be put to no expense
the referendum should be adopted. The
people should be the arbitrators.

Ald, Shaw spoke strongly in opposition
to the bill, which sought privileges which
were against the city’s interest. The
company wish to come in and go out
without as ' much as- saying, by
your leave. They could expropriate lands
and cut up streets as they thought fit.
The Legizlature would see the injustice
of this. He did not object to the princi-
ple of referendum, but he did object
to a referendum as to whether the coun-
cil should let contracts. ;

Ald. Hallam said the council would not:
be protecting the city’s rights if it failed:
to protest against the claims of this
aqueduct company. He never heard of
such an audacious attempt to rob a mu-
nicipality of its rights and privlieges.

Ald. Bates thought the matter might
safely be left to the City Solicitor.

Ald, Lesiie protested that the Legisla-
tion Committee is prejudiced. He would
reserve to himself the right to champion
this clause before thé Private Bills Com-
mittee.

Ald. Shaw said the Executive Commit-
tee was unanimous in' opposition to this
bill. The aldermen looked upon the aque-
duct schemeras a fake of the worst kind.

The Mé&yor ruled Ald. Leslie’s amend-
ment out of order.

The voting took place on Ald. Shaw's
motion, with this result:

Shaw, Lémb, Dunn, Me-
Murrich, Saunders, Davies, Scott, Oliver,
Hallam, Burns, Sheppard, ° Hubbard,
Crane, Rowe—14.

Ald. Leslie then moved that it be an
instruction to the Legislation Commit-
tee not to oppose ‘a’clause for a refer-
ence to the people. Eleven voted for this
and  nine against it. The motion is of
no  effect, as it required a two-thirds’
vote.

The Iours of Polling.

Ald. Bell moved for application to the
Legislature for an extension of the hours
of polling from 5 till 8 o'clock.

Ald. J. J. Graham seconded the motion.

Ald. Hubpard and other aldermen pre-
gerred New Year’s Day being the polling
ay. -

Ald. Sheppard moved that a legalized
half-holiday be sought for all municipal
election days, without loss of pay to
workmen.

After discussiont, in which most of the
aldermen took part, the motion of Ald.
Bell was carried on this division:

The Exhibition Management.

Ald. R. H. Graiam moved that the
charter of the Industrial Exhibition As-
sociation should be amended to provide
for representation of the Technical School
Board, Trades and Labor Council and
Public and Separate School Boards. Af-
ter discussion the motion was amended
to a memorial to the directors of the
Fair to consider the representation in

the management of the bodies named.
The Muzziers Muzzled.

Ald. M¢Murrich presented a petition
signed by 1500 ratepayers against the
“iniquitous dog bylaw.”

The council refused to go into com-
mittee on the amended dog bylaw. This
means that the old bylaw remains in
force, and, as the Mayor facetiously re-
marked, “ The muzelers are themselves
muzeled.” (Laughter.)

Brick Pavements.

The council went into committes on
the report of the Committee on Works.

The City Engineer wrote, in reference
to brick pavements, that, on streets
where the traffic is light, a good gravel
foundation might be . adopted, and the
results, he thought, would be satisfac-
.tory, providing the sub-grade and this
foundation were thoroughly consolidated
by heavy steam roller.

The brick pavements which had been
recommended were referred back.

Ald. Oliver entered his protest against
any more cedar-block pavements, on the
ground of detriment to health.

Avenue-rond Pavements.

There was a long discussion on the
Avenue-road railway tracks. Ulti-
mately the report was referred back un-
til the Engineer has settled with the
Street Railway Company for the runm-
ning of cars down town. Ald. Saunders
moved this, and without division it was
carried.
