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nimal,lest he become frightened,and you have 
nothing that will stand a pull—many a good 
horse is spoiled for want of strong harness- 
and many a one is murdered with harness that 
will not fit. Do not plough your crops too 
wet; it will not only spoil hem, but will in- 
jure your land also. Study your course of 
business before you proceed, and don't do the 
wrong work first. Drive your business, or it 
will be sure to drive you. Never plant your 
crop till your fences are put up Plant a lit-
