Skilled physicians and specialists in
skin disease were powerless to cbeck
the disease whioh destroyed skin, flesh
and cartilage as it spread, until the
poor woman’s sufferings were almost
jnsupportable, and when ber brother-
wn<law Dr. W. E. Flubrer, of No. 32
West-third street, the visiting physican
of Mount Sinai Hospital, in September
last, suggested that she come to New
York, she did so and went. to Moust
Sinai Hospital.

On Sept, 12 Dr. Flubrer, aided by
Drs. H. Lilliantbhall, W, Ladeneki, 0.
Nichols and the hospital staff, made «
thorough examination and pronounced
the sutferer’s afflicton ‘ lupus,” ‘a rare
snd malignant type of tuberculous
disease, Tben they proceeded Lo oper~
ate. Sohjecting the patient to the in-
fluence of ether, they cut away the
diseased parts, using the scalpel with
such freedom that there was at the end
of the operation aimost no flesh left
on the front of the face, with the ex-
ception of the chin and a portion of
the forebead., The usual antiseptic
treatment followed. |

Contrary to the expeotations of even
the most sanguine of the operators,
tbe patient rallied almost at once from
the shock of the treatment, developed
favorable symptoms and, for the first
time in twelve yeare, had ap unbroken
hour’s sleep. The cheek wounds be-
gan to grapulate, the forehead inocision
healed rapidly and within two montbs
the sufferer declared that she was prac
tically free from pain, and that a cure
bad to all inients and purpose been ef-
fected,

But the doctors did not consider that
their task was finished. The disease
had been defeated, it was true, but
something had yet to be done to par-
tically efface 1ts remaining traces. Ac~
cordingly, particles of skip, ranging in
size from a pin's point to bits half the
size of a dime were taken from Mrs.
Pullman’s neck and transplanted to her
forebead and oheeks. This operatiom,
too, was quite successful and to-day all
that remains of the wound in the fore*
head is a reddish mark the size of &
bean.

I'here now remains the nose and lip.
For the first it is proposed to use an or-
dinary artificial nose, but for the second
the extreme art of the surgeon is being
brought into play. A narrow slip ol
flesh is to be eut from each side of the
oheek out of the now healthy flesh.
I'his will be cut on three esides only,
then turned back and over, meeting
beneath the nose and forming what in
the future is to be the upper lip. The
two edges will be joined without the
aid of thread, and the inner surface of
the slip being turned outward will give
the natural color to the edge of the
lip.

And so thus cured, Mrs. Pallman,
while hearing with ber for the rest of
her life scars of the terrible * lupus,’
will nevertheless be fairly preeentbale
and a standing proof of tbe scientific
skill of the modern surgeon. Mre.
