t, whohaa written his experiences in search

health at Dr. Otto Walther's Nordrach
establishment, in the Black Fores*, for ‘The
Nineteenth Century.” His oase had been
pronounced desperate by physicians, but
the Nerdrach treatment restored him to
strength in three snd a half monthe, snd
since 1895 his lungs have remained perfectly
sound.

Pien Tsin is still hard pressed. A Chinese
force numbering from 80,000 to 100,000 men,
as estimated by i lusive r i
floods the country about TFien Tsin. Com-
munications between which place and Taku
is lpsu'ently gouible by river only.

A Che Foo despatch to the Expres says
the Russians have landed 8,000 men at
Taku and the Japanese have discharged
several transports. The Japanese pushed
on to Tien Tsin leadiag in the subsequent
assault upon the native city, in which their
ecommander was killed. Ten more trans-
ports are engaged at Japanese ports. With
the 10,000 British India troops afloat and
fresh Japanese eentingents isis quite prob-
able that the allies will have 50,000 men
ashore.

The disorders in the province appear to
be increasing in violemce. A Chinese ammy
is within forty miles of New Obwang and
the foreigners are preparing to abandon
their homes. The somthern part of the
Province is swept by raiders, destroying all
werks of the white man, except in spots
garrisoned by Russians. Proclamations
have been posted in all villages near Che Foe
calling upon the local Chinese to rise and ex-
pel the foreigners for introducing among the
pious Chinese an immoral religion. Every
good buddhist is expected to kneel three
hours daily, kneck his head upon the floor
thrice, and pray earnestly that sudden, cruel
death may evertake ail aliens.

The foreign settlement at Che ¥oo is at
the mercy of two Chinese forts equipped
with Krupp sguns, which commands two
sides of the ofty. Six warsbips, includiag
the United States gunboat hville, are
constantly cleared for action.

The provisional Government at Pekin ap-
ars to have designs upon the Southern
rovinces. Besldes having ordered Kwan
Sei Kai te advance upon Nankin, which
Kwan Shi Kai says he will not do, Prince
Tuan has sent an @y along the romte ef
the Grand Canal.

Nankin is on the south bank of a river
pearly 8 mile wide. TRhe British oruisers
Hermione and Diquel will assist in repelfing
attempts to cross. Six Chinese crujeers are
there and 17,000 treops are as the disposal
of Viceroy Liu Kunyi. Fhe forts mouat
34 high power modern guns %he fovelgn-
ers ‘in Shamghai ase becowming uuveasy.
Bverﬁthing epends, they say, on Vieerey
Liu Kunyi.

Refugess from THen TFainm arrving at
Shanghai say that only five civilian foreign-
ers were kifled daring the long Chinese
bombardment. The foreign women becate
so indifferent that they walked through the
streets unheeding the shells. DMost of the
civilians were deported to Tauku themce to
be conveyed to Shanghai.

The courier mentioned in Consul Warren's
despatch gives a strange picture, says the
Daily Mail's Shanghai correspondent of hew
life jostles in Pekin. Business apparently
goes on as usual. The shops and theatres
are open and the streets are full of people.
No Imperial troops except those of Gen.
Tung Fuh Siang took part in the fighting.
The Courier even asserts positively that pro-
visions are being supplied to the legations,
but by whom he does not say. The Boxers
and General Tung Fuh Siang do not get along
well. The Boxers assert that they do all
the fighting and the latter all the looting and
nothing else.

Gen. Kwan Thi Kai, Governor of Shan
Tung, a correspendent of the Daily Maw
avers, predicts that by July 11, the Boxers
will disband and negotiations will be begun
for peace. Nevertheless circumstantial
rumors of dark things to come are in ciroula-
tion.
