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—Mayor Shafner went to Halifax last 
Thursday to register Bridgetown's protest 
against the increase of insurance rates at 
the convention of town and board of trade 
representatives called for that purpose. He 
stated in the meeting that ifie insurance 
companies had* probably, taken $450,000 or 
$500,000 out of Bridgetown during the past 
fifteen years, while they had not paid in 

than $1500. If this be so, the 
town has a wonderful record, and should be 
elated by the insurance companies as one of 
the best risks in the province. The trouble 
Is that other towns have had similar records, 
but as a result of a single oonflagratien they 
have drawn insurance to more than the ex­
tent of their premium deposits. These dis­
asters, however, furnish no reason for the 
Increase of insurance rates at this time to 
the average policy holder. The experience 
of the past few years may not be repeated 
In a century, and certainly risks that were 
good a score of years ago ought not to have 
depreciated under the improvement in the 
fire protection service that has taken place 
on every hand. One thing is now apparently 
certain, if the insurance companies now do­
ing business in the province hold to their 
proposed increase in rates, local corporations 
will be organised to effect insurance on a 
lower premium scale. The objection to any 
Increase in rates has been very unanimous, 
and the insurance people will either have 
to reconsider their resolutions or face the 
loss of their provincial business. We suspect 
that the recent heavy fire record has de­
stroyed the faith of the insurance companies 
in the average fire protection service, and 

‘ there may be good cause for the loss of faith.
' In many towns where the fire alarms have 

grown rusty through disuse, the people have 
permitted the growth of a dangerous feeling 
of security to master the activity that should 
prevail in every fire department, and a reli­
ance in this false security has resulted in an 
unreadiness to cope with the conflagrations 
that finally visited them. Bridgetown should 
object to the increase of insurance rates, but 
It should not judge of the Suture by the 
records of the past in this matter of fire 
losses, or it may reckon for its own undoing. 
A thorough fire protection service should be 
Inaugurated and maintained, and every pos­
sible precaution taken to prevent a big fire. 
That the town to-day is in a state of unreadi- 

to fight a big fire is apparent to every 
citizen. A splendid water pressure, an ade­
quate supply and a fire building with a 
reasonable equipment constitutes but an im­
provident protection, if the men to man the 
works are wanting. The brigade drill and 
an efficient alarm are factors in fire fighting 
that must not be undervalued If the safety 
of life and public property is fairly con­
sidered.

—The Labor Gazette published by the gov­
ernment at Ottawa in referring to the dairy 
Industry of the maritime provinces, says : 
While the home churn is still extensively 
used, the patronage of butter and cheese 
-factories has steadily increased. These fac­
tories not only supply the export trade, but 
to a large extent the home market as welL 
Dairying in P. E. L is comparatively a new 
industry. It is developing fast, however, 
and is giving encouragement to farmers. In 
Nova Scotia the progress is not quite as 
satisfactory. Although some of the cream­
eries are doing good work, many are lagging 
behind. This is to be regretted. There is 
no question as to dairying being one of the 
most profitable branches of farming. Since 
1893 the government has been giving sub­
stantial aid to the dairy business. The co­
operative plan has undoubtedly passed be­
yond the experimental stage. There can be 
only one solution of this regrettable condi­
tion of things, and that is the farmers are 
net keeping the moot profitable cows. The 
farmer who expects good returns from his 
sows must remember that it costs as much 
to feed a poor cow as one which will give 
4000 or 6000 bis. of milk.

> —With the advent of motor carriages and 
kindred inventions the wise ones predicted 
the speedy passing of the horse. The Euro­
pean market for horse meat was expected to 
regulate the prices obtainable for carriage 
and draft horses. The racing stable was 
conceded a certain special value among the 
patrons of the turf events that have grown 
so popular of recent years. However, the 
actual conditions of to-day do not at all point 
to the supplanting of the horse for the pur­
pose of either pleasure, ordinary business or 
hard work, tfiie 
riage*have been branded as fads, and the 
horse to-day stands higher in the general 
estimation than ever before. The horse 
markets indicate that higher prices are being 
paid for the trotter, the runner, the high 
actor and the common horse of all breeds 
and types than ever before, and remarkable 
receipts and uniform prices are recorded. 
The horse has risen equal to the occasion, 
and has reached ^Jbe beginning of an era of 
the greatest prosperity ever known.

—Wheat is the great staple export of the 
farmers of Manitoba and the Northwest, and 
this season an unprecedented harvest is just 
ready for cutting. The Manitoba crop alone 
Is estimated at fifty million bushels, and a 
representative of the provincial government 
Is commissioned to secure twenty thousand 
men from outside the province to* aid the 
local harvesters. The Canadian Northwest 
Is making tremendous strides in this grain 
growing industry, and its fertile plains are 
destined to be the great granary of the world. 
Year after year the exports of grain and 
flour have risen, and as the grain belt has 
been enlarged so its present extent may be 
multiplied many times without exhausting 
the areas that lie ready for the hand of the 
cultivator.

—From semi official sources it is learned 
that the government will issue the census 
bulletin, giving the population of Canada, 
not later than August 15th. The long de­
layed publication and the absence of news 
of any great increase over the returns of 
1891 are taken to indicate that the figures 
this year will record merely a nominal in­
crease in population. Were it otherwise, 
the news would surely be too good to keep. 
The census bureau have now been over four 
months at work, and it would seem that 
there has been much unnecessary delay in 
securing and compiling the required inform­
ation.

The petitions complaining of the return of 
A. B. Bell, M. P., for Piotou, and Joseph 
Matheson, M. P., for Richmond, were dis­
missed on Wednesday at Halifax by order of 
the chief justice on the ground that the trial
