CURRENT TIRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

Most of the large pime mais un the Ot-
tawa valley and tlie Georgian Biy districts
have c.losed down for the season, but this
does ont encan that Ohe movement of
lumber has ceased. Retad dealers are
stdîl buyng to soie extent, althouglh a Irail
in the demand is expected durmng the
holday season. As yet, however. no
signs of a fallhng off have been visible.
As the weeks advance the scarcity of low
grade stock becomes intensified, and the
volume of business is being testricted as
a result. There is a mot e plentiful stpply
of the upper grades, vhich ha-ve not
shown as much strength as common lum-
ber. The impossibility of obtainmng thle
lower grades will, however, compel con-
sumers to use a better quality of lumber
for their various purposes. This will in
turn give a firmer fole to the upper
grades and probably bring about a slighit
advance in prices. Export business is
progressing favorably, and several large
deals mn the Ottawa valley district are re-
ported to be pending. The cut of W. C.
Edwards & Co.'s mills has been purchased
by Watson & Todd.

There does not seem to be much lhfe to
the shinmle trade, the demand having
fallen off during the past week. In lath
the reverse condition bas been ex-
perienced. There arc numerous orders
on file which will probably remain un-
filled, owing to the scarcity of the material.
There has been an advance of about 25
cents, No. z sellung mn Toronto ai whole-
sale at $3.75 and No. 2 at $3.00.

In the northern pine districts loging
operatons are in full force. Su ficient
snow bas fallen ta permit of haulng the
logs. The pioduction in the Georgian
Bay district will no doubt he very heavy,
andi ' the Ottawa valley ut ms hikely to be
slghtly larger than last season.
