In many cases became greatly alarmed ; and
many pupils were in consequence withdrawn.
We have not yet recovered our numbers; those
in attendance being but about 500 in all,viz,, nearly
300 (232) boys, and about 220 girls. One grand
reason that our numbers have not been lurger
is the want of Vernacular schools. Our pupils
(boys) consist of those only who learn English,
But many youths are deSirous of acquiring a
knowledge of their own language without En-
glish. These also we would be glad to receive
and benefit spiritually.”

It is satisfactory to think that one of the defici-
encies referred to in this communication, namely,
the want of Vernacular schools, has, to some ex-
tent at least, been met by the enerzy and zeal
of our respected chaplains at this Presidency ;
and that, by a recent letter from the Rev. Mr.
Hamiltan, our much valued correspondent, we
are apprised of the fact, that it has pleased God
to bless the means of grace used in connection
with the native congregation of St. Andrew’s
Chureh, and to bring two of the heathen to a

knowledge and profession of the Truth.
