(5) That, in any case where the option to purchase special nuclear nmate-
rial derived from the use, of identified material is exercised by thg
supplying Contraeting Party i accordance with Article I11(c) of thg
Agreement, the safeguards provided for in Article IV of the Agreernen
would apply to the materlal thus purchased after the return of sue,
material to the Contracting Party which had exercised its right t(
option under the Agreement.
