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as may reasonably be regarded as incident to or arising out -Of
disagreement among the other parties concerned with regard to
the settlement of such conflict shall not be construed as consti-
tuting a breach of the Agreement.

(5) That, in any case where the option to purchase special nuclear mate-
rial derived from the use of identified material is exercised by the
supplying Contracting Party in accordance with Article III(c) of the
Agreement, the safeguards provided for in Article IV of the Agreement
would apply to the material thus purchased after the return of such
material to the Contracting Party which had exercised its right to
option under the Agreement.

PROTOCOL

At the time of signing the Agreement between the Government of Canad_a
and the Government of Japan for Co-operation in the Peaceful Uses of AtomiC
Energy (hereinafter referred to as “the Agreement”), the undersigned, duly
authorized by their respective Governments, have further agreed on the follow-
ing provisions, which shall be considered an integral part of the Agreement;

The provisions of the Agreement shall apply to any source material which
is supplied from Canada to the Japan Atomic Fuel Corporation, as authorize
by the Government of Japan, after the date of signature of the Agreement
and prior to the date of entry into force thereof.
