
FILM AND, TEULEVSION CO-PRODUCTON AGREEMENT

BETWEEN

TRE GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA

AND

TUE GOVERJNEN 0F TEE RPUBLIC 0F FINL

TUE GOVERNMERNT 0F CANADA AND TEE GOMERMENT 0F TE
PEPUBLIC 0F FINLAN (hcreinafter referred to as the "Parti"),

C0NSIDERING that it is desirable ta ostabliali a fraxnework for audiovisual
relations and paticuly for film, television and video co-productions;

CONSCIOUS that quality co-productions can contiibute to the further expansion
of the film, television and video production and distibuition industries of both countries
as w'ell as to the development of their cultural and economic exchanges;

CONVINCED that these exchanges will contribute to tde enhancemrent of
relations between the two countries;

HAVE AGREED as foilo.ws:

1. For the purpose of titis Agreenment, a "co-production" isa project, irrespcctive of
length, including animnation and documentary productions, produced Éither on
film videotape or videodisc, or in any other format hitherto unknown, for
exploitation in theatrea, on television, videocassette, videodisc or by any other
tortu of distribution, whether now known or to beconie known.

2. Ca-productons undertaken under the. presntAgmnt must lie approved by the
following authorities, referred to herinafier as the "competent authorities":

I Canada: the Minister of Canadian Heritage or, if lie so, authorzes,
TelefUi Canada; and

I Flnland: the Ministeriresponsible forCuluiral Affaira, if lie so

3. Evesy ca-production proposed under thiu Agreement shah be produced and
dlarrbuted in accordance with the. national legisiation and regulations la force in
Canada and la Filand;

4. Bvery ca-production produced under thus Agreement shall be consklered to lie a
national production for all purposes br and in each of the. two countries.
