On Friday, October 1, Dr ., Radhakrishnan will
visit Carleton College at 10 .00 a .m . where he will
meet the President, faculty members and senior students
in philosophy . He will visit the Parliamentary Press
Gallery at 11 .30, aftar which he will record a talk
for radio broadcast in the C .B .C . Studios in th e
Chateau Laurier . Dr . Radhakrishnan will lunch informally
at the High Commissioner's residence . At 8 .00 p.m . the
Prime Minister will give a dinner in his honour a t
the Country Club .

The Vice President will leave by automobile
early Saturday morning, October 2, for Montreal where
he is,to deliver a s_~rics of lectures at McGill Univcrsity .
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
