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An Act respecting the National Library.

An Act to establish the Export Development Corporation and to facilitate
and develop export trade by the provision of insurance, guarantees, loans and
other financial facilities.

An Act to amend the Income Tax Act.

An Act to amend the National Housing Act, 1954.

An Act to amend the Fisheries Improvement Loans Act.

An Act to amend the Criminal Code.

An Act to amend the National Housing Act, 1954.

An Act to establish a Canadian corporation for telecommunications by
satellite.

Mr. Speaker informed the House that he had then addressed the Honour-
able the Deputy to His Excellency the Governor General as follows:

MAay IT PLEASE YOUR HONOUR:

“The Commons of Canada have voted Supplies required to enable the
Government to defray certain expenses of the public service.

“In the name of the Commons I present to Your Honour the following
Bill:

‘An Act for granting to Her Majesty certain sums of money for the public
service, for the financial year ending the 31st March, 1970.

“To which Bill I humbly request Your Honour’s Assent.”

Whereupon, the Clerk of the Senate, by Command of the Deputy to His
Excellency the Governor General, did say:

“In Her Majesty’s name, the Honourable the Deputy to His Excellency
the Governor General thanks Her Loyal Subjects, accepts their benevolence,
and assents this Bill.”

And the House having reverted to the deferred question on the motion
of Mr. Broadbent, seconded by Mr. Gilbert,—That Bill C-202, An Act to
provide incentives for the development of productive employment opportuni-
ties in regions in Canada determined to require special measures to facilitate
economic expansion and social adjustment, be amended, by deleting in clause
2, section (f), all the words after the word “of” in line 13 of page 2, and
by substituting therefor the words:

“all forms of industrial activity.”
