REGIONAL ECONOMIC EXPANSION-ESTAB-

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre): Mr.
Speaker, I move this motion on the hon.
member's behalf.

Mr. Martin P. O'Connell (Parliamentary
Secretary to Minister of Regional Economic
Expansion): Mr. Speaker, the correspondence
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requested in this motion will be tabled if the
consent of the provinces concerned is
obtained, under our acceptance of notice of
motion No. 444. All other documents request-
ed are working papers exchanged at the offi-
cial level and as such are considered privi-
leged. I would therefore ask the bon. member
to withdraw his motion.

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre): Mr.
Speaker, I thought the Parliamentary Secre-
tary was suggesting that the government
would agree to something subject to reserva-
tions. We are prepared to accept the
reservations.

Mr. Speaker: Subject to the reservations
and conditions expressed by the Parliamen-
tary Secretary, is it the pleasure of the House
that notice of motion No. 445 be deemed to
have been adopted?

COMPREHENSIVE AGREEMENTS BETWEEN
GOVERNMENT AND MOTOR VEHICLE

of the comprehensive agreements between the Gov-
ernment of Canada and the motor vehicle companies
referred to by the Parliamentary Secretary to the
