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the Environment, immediate and decisive action must be taken
to stop the flow of toxic materials into this once beautiful
water course. Wherefore, the undersigned, your petitioners,
humbly pray that your honourable House will accept the
aforementioned recommendation and, as in duty bound, your
petitioners will ever pray.
