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of, and of which the General was plcafed

greatly to approve.

In the month of June, part of the army

matched with General Gage for the lake. I

was ordered to fend three companies there with

Capt. Stark, and to remain with the General

myfclf with the other three companies, till

fuch time as he marched thither. In this in-

terval, purfuant to his Excellency's orders, I

fent out feveral parties to the French forts,

who from time to time difcovered the fituation

of the enemy, and brought fatisfacftory in-

telligence.

About the 20th of June, the General with

the remainder of the army marched to the lake,

the Rangers being in the advanced guard ; and

here his Excellency was pleafcd to fulfil his

promife to me, by declaring in public orders,

my rank of Major in the army, from the date

of my commiffion, as Major of the Rangers.

We continued here collcding our ftrength to-

gether, and making necelTary preparations, and

getting what intelligence we could of the

Urcngth and fituation of the enemy, till July

2r, 1759, when the army embarked for Ti-

conderoga. I was in the front with the Ran-
gers on the right wing, and was the firft body
that landed on July 22, at the north-end of

Lake
