FOUR TRANSPORTS SUNK

Official Confirmation of Turk-
ish Disaster—Bosphorus

PARIS, Nov. 16, 1.80 pm.—A de-
spatch to the Havas News Agency
from Petrograd says that the following

Russian official statement was issued:

“In Eastern Prussia the right wing
of the enemy, who has been stubborn-
ly resisting in the region of ‘Lyck, has
béen driven back towards Mazourie
Lake.

Moreover, a  Turkish
steamer wag sunk. i
' “At the same time our scout ship sight-
ed a Turkish military transport filled
with soldiers which was about to put
o sea. Our cruicer approached this
vessel and cpened fire and sank it.
Then the Russian fleet put to sea.

248 Survivors.

“Shortly after the Russian fleet
sighted thru the mist a Turkish naval
column of two -transports, one of
which, the Midhat Pasha, had hoisted
the war pennant. Torpedo boats sent
to destroy«these transports soon sight-
ed a third one.

“The three trafisports, laden with
ammunition. guns, automobiles and
aeroplanes, were sunk. We saved and
captured 243 men from the ships,
among them several German officers
and a staff officer who was bearing
some documents. The prisoner de-
clared that the transports were to be
used to take troops to Trebizond.”
