CLAIM 85,000 PRISONERS.

BERLIN, Aug. 20.—(By wireless to
Tuckerton, N. J.) — The following
statement, given out today by the Ger-
man army headquarters, is as follows:

“The army of Field Marshal Von
Hindenburg took Novo Georgievsk, the
last stronghold of the enemy in Po-
land. making prisoners of more than
85,000 Russians, among whom were
six generals. The number of cannon
taken has increased to more than 700.
The quantity of war material is im-
possible to estimate.

“Gen. Von @Gallwitz's troops have
taken 2650 Russians prisoners, these
including ten officers, and capturel 12
maghine guns, '

“The Russians retreated east of
Kovno and in the district of Dwina
as far as the road from Augustowo
to Grodno. They are offering resist-
ance on the front from Gudele to Loz-
dizieje and Studzioniszna.

Prince Leopold Advancing

“The army of Prince Leopold of Bu-
varia is advancing.

“The left wing of the army of Field
Marshal Von Mackensen threw the
Russlans to the rear of the Koterka-
Pulva: district.

BUYERS’ SYSTEM
APPEARS KNOTTY

Method of Issuing Cheques
Nothing But Tangled Skein,
Says Counsel.

IDENTIFIED DOCUMENTS

Amounts Inscribed Did Not
Correspond With Number
of Horses Bought.

KENTVILLE, N.S., Aug. 20.—After
examining into the system of paying
for remounts here last Amugust at this
afternoon’s session of the Daston
War Supplies Commission, John
Thompson, K.C., styled the method of
issuing cheques adopted as an indi-
cation of nothing but a tangled skein.
Mr. Thompson had been questioning
Gifford H. Oakes, agent for A. DeWitt
Faoster, paymaster of the horsebuyers,
upon the number of cheques he gave
out to buyers, ani had found that
amounts inscribed on them were not
really the actual cost of the number
of horses referred to on ‘the cheque, as
sometimes a buyer was given money
left over from aunother cheque in addi-
tion, Remount Buyer Keever gave
them this cash, Oakes said.

Oakes said that while individual
cheques did not indicate exactly the
cost of horses, the aggregate did.
Thus the total money paid out to buy-
ers thru him was 49,363 for 291 horses,
or an average of $171.32 per horse, as
compared with the government price
per horse, delivered at Valcartier, of

Oakes explain,edv that he received
28 or 29 signed cheques from Mr.
Foster. He was able to identify 28
from a bundle submitted to him by
Mr. - Thompson. ‘When the buying
was completed he sent the cheque-
book with the remainder of the blanks
and the stubs correctly filled up back
to Colonel Neill, head of the remount
department, who had issued it to Mr.
Foster.

Oakes was permitted today to make
a statement in regaril to his asser-
tion on the stand yesterday that three
signed remount blank cheques were
issued by him to buyers before horses
were . purchased.
