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" Freedom slowly broaiiens down
From precedent to precedent."

It should be our duty and our privilege
to hold fast to the liberty which we have
inherited, and to do our endeavor to hand
it down unimpaired to those who are to
succeed us, and through this to secure to
those who may cast their lot with us the
priceless blessings of law, order and se-

curity to life and property with their at-

tendant privileges and advantages.

In conclusion, I wish to say that I be-
lieve under God there is a great destiny
reserved for the coun'.ry which we hold in
trust, and a great destiny for us of this
whole Dominion also if we are true to our-
selves aud true to the responsibilities
which rest upon us. That we may be able
ourselves, and by our example teach those
who may come after us to carry out thos.;
trusts and to adhere to the sound doctrine
which has made us what we are, must be
the dearest wish of us all.
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
