ARTICLE V.

PHUP*,. iTION FOR MKMBEKSHIP.

Section 1. The name of a candidate for admis-
sion must be proposed in writing, stating age,

residence and business, which must be entered on
the records and returned to the Investigating

Committee for investigation, who shall report in

writing, and if tliey report favorably, the candi-
date shall be balloted for, and if three-fourths of
the votes cast be in favor thereof, he shall be
declared elected, and shrll become a member by
paying the admission fee, and signing the Consti-
tution and By-Laws, thereby agreeing to support
the same and paying all legal demands against
him, as long as he remains a member. All candi-
dates must be recommended by two members.
Any person gaining admission through fraud or
misrepresentation shall be liable to expulsion.
