ANOTHER TIDAL WAVE.

Foul Thousand Lives Were Lost in the
Province of Kiangsu, China,
on July 2.

Shanghai, Aug. 1.—The recent disas-
a similar phenomenon off the coast of
Northern Japan has been paralleled by
a similar phenominen -off the coast of
Haichau, northeast of the Province or
Kiangsu, in which Shanghal is situat-

ed. The news of the disaster did not
reach here before to-day, owing to
the lack of facilities for communica-

vastated. On July 26 there suddenly
appeared in the Yellow Sea a huge
bank ®f water, that was rushing shore-
ward with terrific velocity, The water
off the coast is shallow, and when the
wave was some distance away, it be-
gan to comb, and the roaring could be
heard for a great distance. From the
stories of eye witnesses and the. re-i

from the coast the wave was five miles
wide. Thousands of tons of water were
thrown for miles inland, and every-
thing in its path was swept away.
Many villages were entirely destroy-
ed, and it is estimated that fully four
thousand people perished. All the cat-
tle were drowned, and the rice fields
were obliterated. It is expected that
the’ survivors will meet with a wor
fate than death by drowning, for wi
the destruction of the rice fields fam-!
ine will stare them in the face in the
fall. In many cases whole families
were lost. There is already much suf-
fering among the survivors, who,
miserably poor before the disaster, are
now absolutely homeless and foodless.
It is feared that later details will add
to the number of lives lost and the
extent of the damage done.

Atlantic City.'N.J.,Aug. 1.—Now that
the excitement has more or less sub-
sided, the actual fatalities and injured
in Thursday’s railroad accident are de-
finitely known, The dead number 44,
and 43 persons were seriously enough
hurt to be taken to the hospital. Of
thote in the hospital 28 were so far re-
covered to-day asg to be able to go
to their homes. Of the 15 persons re-
maining in the hospital several are
suffering from terrible injuries, the na-
ture of which makes their recovery
doubtful. ]

The interest' now centres in the cor-
oner's inquest ion Monday, at which
something definite towards fixing the
responsibility for the accident will be
rought to light.

Condition of the Sufferers.

Atlantic City, N.J., Aug. 2—~Up to
this evening there had been no fur-
ther deaths among the victims of
Thursday’s railroad collision, On the
contrary, there was a marked im-
provement in the condition of all but
two or three. Mrs. Faunce Fralinger
of Philadelphia, whose leg was am-
putated, and for whom no hope was
entertained, was much better to-day
and now has a chance for life,

Mrs. Brannin of Millville and. Frank
Morale are hovering between life and
death, with small prospects of living.

The Coromer’s ‘Inquest. '

Coroner McLaughlin is thoroughly
in earnest in his determination to sift
the accident to the bottom and fix the
blame for it where it belongs. He has
issued subpoenas fcr 25 or 30 witness-
es, The most impdrtant witness will
be called to-morrow. Among these
will be George Houser, the signal
tower man who gave the right of way
to the excursion train and the danger
signal to the Reading express, and
who is now under $500 bail to answer
for his appearance, Engineer Gre'ner
of the excursion train, Fireman Halli-
han of the Reading train and Super-
intendents Deyo and Dayton of the
Reading and West Jersey Rallroads.

Mr; Napier Denison Has Devised n Simple
Instrument to Automatically Record
Upon Paper the Oscillations-Readings
During the Recent Thundersiorm-—
Effect of Atmospherfc Waves -Descrips
tion of the Instrument.

For many years fishermen and sallors up-
ou our Great Lakes have noticed with in-
tense Interest and curiosity the rapid rise
and fall of the water, most noticeabie at
the kead of long shallaw 1agoons, as at our
Island, or at the mouth of rivers. This
phenomenon has been cited by sclentists
and mentioned as first beilng detectea on
the Swiss lakes, but no definite reason

ascribed. A

Mr. Napler Denison of the Observatory,
while in the viclnity of Lake Huron this
snmmer,was attracted by what appeared o
be a regular ebb and flow 4t rapid intervals
at the mouths of the rivers and at Kinear-
dine, by means of a specially devised Doar,
a set of readings were taken and a rise,
and fall obtained of over three inches, av-
eraging nine minutes, the float moving up
strenm at the rate of a mile and a bhaiz an
hour.

Upon returning to Toronto, by permis-
sion of the Director of the Meteorological
Survey, Mr. Denison has devised a simpie
instrument to automatically record upon
paper - these pecullar oscillations, ana ias
placed it at the mouth of the kiumper
River.

Interesting Records.

Although this instrument has been wora-
jng less than a week, the records taken
o daily are proving most Interesting and
will be of the greatest scientilic vaiue, Ior
pot only do they show the exact rise and
fall caused by the different directions and
forces of the wind, but prove conclusively
the theory advanced by an eminent Ger-
man scientist that there are In the atmos-
plere waves as well as on the wa-
ter surface, caused by the winds,
but of enormous size, often nearly a mllo
in length., These -are clearly noticeadle
upon this Instrument, which shows a
comparatively regular wave movement.

To verify these records, by compariug
themm with the extremely !sensitive photo-
graphic traces of the barometer, taken each
day at the Observatory, it was found
when a great rise and fall or over four
inches 1s recorded, upon the tida: sheet a
corresponding, but slight, change In at-
mospheric pressure is noticeable.

To form some idea of the ‘sensitiveness
of the Observatory instrument many reasd-
ers may remember the fearrui voleanic
cruptions at Kratoa In the Indian Archi-
pelago, which occurred Aug. 27, 1888, 'Thls
set in motion an enormous atmospheric
wave, traveling in beth directtons aronnd
the world. Referring to the Obvservatory
pboto traces at 2 a.m. of the 20th of Aug-
ust, the effect of the first wave was clear-
ly seen, followed at 4.20 a.m. Dy the séc-
ond wave, which had furtner to travel
around the globe. {
Remarkable Chayiges of Water Level.
The ‘greatest rise and fall yet recorded
on the Humber instrument was between
three and four p.m. of the 29th, during
the thunderstorm which passed over the
city, when the water, after rising five and
a half inches in six minutes, fell six iWénes
in five minutes.

The cause of these remarkable
changes of water level at the mouths: of
rivers and heads of lagoons, etc., is due to
rapid changes of atmospheric pressure over
the surface of the lakes, as, for instance,
where the pressure is light some distance
out from the Humber, the water tends to
rise under this reglon and flow towards
it from the surrounding districts where the
messure is greater. This causes the low-
ering of the water im the nver; as this
reglon of light atmospheriq pressure tray-
els onwards, perhaps actuaily over ' the
river, and is succeeded by greater'atmos-
pheric pressure out in the lake, the sur-
face movemsnts are reversed, the water
then flowing away from this region or
greater atmospheric pressure towaras tae
area of lighter, and as it approaches tne
shallower water and narrower Inlets, s
heaped upon itself by coming in contact
with the shore in the same manner as tne
ocean tides rise to much greater helghts
at the end of long bays, such as the Bay
of Fundy. ;

Description of Instrument.
The-instrument consists of a cylinder
revolved by clockwork every 24 nours. Up-
on this cylinder is placed each day a
printed sheet, divided into nhour and five
minute intervals; resting upon this is a pen-
cil fastened to an arm, which slides free
bhorizontally upon a tubular gu:ce, to oile
side of this arm is attached a fine cord,
which is fastened to, them wound several
times round a small grooved pulley, which
is attached to one four times Its diameter;
upon the grevoved circumference of whicn
is another cord fastened, wouna several
times round, then passes down tnrougn
the case to a float enclosed In a speecial
shaft, which only admits the water
through two 1-4 inch holes to prevent any
sudden movement of float caused by locar
wave motion, To the other end of the slid-
ing arm is fastened another coru, whicn,
after passing over a small grcoved puiiey,
gies down through the case, where suffi-
cilent welght Is attached to pull the sliding
arm when the fioat Is rising. The record is
obtained in the following manner: As the
float rises and falls the pencll correspond-
ingly moves up and down upon ine paper,
and as the clgck Is turning the paper a
beautiful wave movement Is recoraea; ror
one inch change of water level the pencll
moves 1-4 inch.

AFRAID OF CARRIER PIGEON/

The French Government Takes Staps ‘2
Keep Track of Them.
London, Aug. 2.—Fear of the treas-
onable use of carrier pigeons in
France led to the promulgation yes-
terday of most stringent regulations.
The Government's decree stipulates
that every person wishing to possess
carrier pigeons must obtain the au-
thority of the prefect, and every per-
son receiving carrier pigeons must,
within two days, make declaration to
the municipal authorities. The police
commissary must always be present
when the pigeons are freed.

Ophthalmia Amongst Cuttlc,

Dr. Sheard stated on Saturday in re-
gly to a question that he has been care-
ully watching the cattle which ~ pass
through the estern Cattle market, and
has not yet had any cases of acute ophthal-
mia reported to him. From the fact that
although there are often as many as 1300
head of cattle passed through the market
in a day and no case has yet been dis-
covered, he does not think the disease Is
as general as reported. He has also sent
a man out among the shippers with g
view of ascertaining if they gmve noticea
any signs of the disease among cattle
which supply milk for Toronto.
