In Lornberger v. O.P.R. Co., before the 
Chancery Divisional Court, sitting as a 
court of appeal, judgment was reserved up­
on the defendants’ appeal. The plaintiffs 
(father and daughter) were crossing the de­
fendants’ railway track in a sleigh when 
the vehicle came In contact with a snow­
plow. The result, as Is usual in such 
cases, was, that the alelgh and Its occu­
pants got the worst of the Impact. Ihe 
father’s leg was broken and the daughter 
was also Injured. They brought an action 
for $15,000 damages. At the trial, at Whit­
by. the defendants complain that the plain­
tiff was allowed to expose his naked leg 
to the Jury’s view, but the principal com­
plaint was against the stirring address of 
Mr. C. J. Holman, Q.C., counsel for the 
plaintiffs. Mr Holman drew vivid pic^ 
tares of the private luxurious palace cars 
in which the directors of the defendants 
traveled. He pointed out that one director 
had become a peer of the realm, while oth­
ers had ail become millionaires. He refer­
red to Sir William Van Horne’s knight­
hood and his salary of $50,060 a year. He 
touchingly spoke of the feeling of glad­
ness which possessed an ordinary counsel 
or Juryman when he found himself able 
to pay the regular first-class fare and con­
trasted their surroundings in such a state 
with those of the millionaires in the palace 
private car. and he added that when Sir 
William Van Horne, sitting In his palatial 
office, smoking a cigar, heard that the Jury 
had returned a verdict of $15,000 he would 
at once wire the defendants’ counsel, “Well 
done, Mr. Nesbitt, for getting the company 
off so lightly.’’ The Jury awarded the fa­
ther $6500 and the daughter $500.

The wholesale distribution of merchandise
