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TIE EVIL GENIUS OF TNE CITY HALL

It is a pity that Architect Lennox
does not show more loyalty to the city
thatt honored him with the greatest
architectural commission that has ever
been given to any member of his pro-
fession in Canada. His marked disre-
spect for the opinions of the council and
of the citizens of Toronto hasi been
evinced on many occasions, while his
extravagant ideas and his utter disre-
gard of-the financial burden which the
city is already carrying have aroused a
feeling of almost uniyersal contempt for
the architect among the ratepayers
of this city. Mr, Tennox has been an
expensive luxury for Toronto to carry,
and we are given to understand that
he has lots of unpleasant surprises in
store for us still.,. Over and over again
he has humbugged us as to amount that
wonld be necessary to finish the build-
ing, and as to the time when the build-
ing would be completed. The author'ty
is surely vested in some one to despoil
this ungrateful tyrant of his power to
‘waste our money and to ridicule us to
our very face. If the council has any
authority over Mr, Lennox it should not
hesitate to exercise it to its fullest ex-
tent. He has quite exhausted our
patience. His contempt for the wishes
of the people and of the rights of
Toronto business men in regard to the
installation of thé elevators in the build-
ing is only in line with his conduct all

costly business, For a year he has
jockeyed with figures and specifications
for the sole purpose of giving the ele-
vator contract to a New York company.
Mr. Lennox ought to be disciplined and
the work should be taken in hand at
once.: Let the council give Mr, Lennox
to understand that they will put up with
no more deception, tyranny and hum-
bug. As far as the elevators are con-
cerned their installation should be de-
ferred until the city is rid of Mr. Lennox,
It is only after he is out of the way
that justice will be done to the business
interests of Toronto. Mr. Lennox shonld
be entirely relieved of his commission
at the earliest possible date. The
sooner the city parts company with him
the better.

BETTER SCHOOL ACCOMMODATION
REQUIRED.

Dr. Bryce states that in one of the

city schools each child has only 75 cnbic
feet of atmosphere, glthough according
to the regulations of ‘the Hdiication De-
partment each pupil must have not less
than 250 cubic feet? Even the Lmit set
by the Education Department seems low
when it is. considered that in lXnglish
barracks 700 cubic feet of air is a..owed
each man, and in a hospital 15600 cubie
feet is allowed each' patient. Not only
are many of the schoolrooms-overcrowd-
ed, but they are also badly lighted, and
as a result the eyesight of the children is
injuriously affected, and many of them
have to wear spectacles. Is the city of
Toronto so poor that it cannot afford to
give its children plenty of pure air and
good light? It would be better to give
them less instruction and more air if we
cannot provide for both. Most* of the
children would be able to get through
the world just as well if they were
tanght fewer subjects at school, but
they will be sericusly hampered in the
battle of life if they leave school with
weak lungs and bad eyesight, as n re«
sult of breathing vitiated air in badiy-
lighted schoolrooms.
The School Board has asked the Board
of Control for a grant of $106,5600 to build
new schoolhouses. Under present con-
ditions a large number of pupils ean
only be accommodated by using poorly
lighted and badly ventilated basements
and outhouses. The School Board now
pays out a considerable sum in rentals
for accommodation in churches and
other buildings, and with. the additional
rooms required the rentals would amount
to $7000 annually, whereas the interest
on the amount of $106,500 required to
build new schoolhouses would be con-
siderably less than $4000. Clearly there
should be no hesitation in granting the
full amount required to build new school-
houses, and no condition should be made
that the School Board must not ask for
more money to build other schoolhouses
next year if they are required. In fact
the city government must look forward
to a steady increase in the school popu-
lation every year, and it would be far
better to be a little ahead of require-
ments than a little behind.

Apart from all humanitarian motives
it is essential to the material prosperity
of Toronto that the reputation of the
city as an educational centre should be
maintained. Toronto’s prosperity in the
past has been in a large measure due
to the fact that it is looked upon througn-
out the Dominion and even to a certain
extent in the United States as an edu-
cational centre. Many people who have
made money in other places select
Toronto as a place of residence because
of its educational advantages, and it is
most desirable that this class of people
should continue to be attracted to the
city more and more. Even as a business
investment it will pay us to build more

The Result of Mis Personal Inspeciton of
" the Premises Utilized by Toronte Pub-
lic Sehool Bourd-shecking Disregard
of BSanitary Arrangements-Déiallcd
Statements and Practicul Suggestions.

This report, the gist of which was given
In The World of yesterday, s herewith
given in full,

Dr. Bryce's Report.
To the Honorable the Minister of Educa-
tion of OUntario:

Sir,—I beg to report that dcting undsr
instructions recelved from you I have visit-
ed, in company with the chalrmen of the
I'ublic School Board and officers of the
beard, the several bulldings occupled as
temporary schools under the supervision of
the board and have set dowa in tabulated
form the results of my inspection. The
several poibts bearing upon the sanitary
condition of these are indicated in the ap-
pendix of my report, but may be orietly
rfterred to herein. They refer to: (a)
Flcor space and cubic air space per pu-
pll, (b) play ground and location of
school, (¢) ventilation and conveniences, (d)
lighting, (e) heating.

With regard to floor space 18 school-
rooms out of 30 inspected have less than
16 square feet per pupll, the amount gen-
erally considered necessary. As, In addition
to this, the seats are usually double, 1t
will be seen that even in cases, as In some
of the churches where the cubic alr space
reaches or exceeds this amount, the con-
tact of children by such means materially
Increases the danger of the spread of ¢om-
munféable diseases from one to anothes.
In the matter of the cublec air space per
capita 28 out of the 80 school roomws have
less than the 230 cubic feet required un-
der the school regulations.

As regards playgrounds, 12 out of the
8¢ classes have no playground, unless it
be the public street, and In several instan-
ces as where stores are occupled the schools
are on streets along which street cars rup,
In such instances and in a number of them
the stores or dwelling houses have the
doors and windows directly on the st eats,
and the nolse from passing cars and wag-

the proper conduct of the school, and, ’n-
deed, Is very injurious to both teacher spd
puplls.

Under such circumstances the much-
needed recess to escape the foul air of the
school room has its good results much less-
eLed, and as the classes In almost every
fustance are of the smaller children this
must on some streets become a source-of
danger to the puplls and of worry to the
teacher. !

(¢) Except In two bulldings, with four
closses, there is no mechanism for artifi-
cial ventilation. In all other cases there
Is. no ventilation but windows and by
stoves (not always even stoves), occasion-
ally assisted by a stoveplpe hole or in the
sheds on the school premises a register In
the chimney shaft. As the stoves were
without fires in most cases there Is left
at this season only the windows, and
these, both because of the nolse and
draught, were in many instances tightly
eloged.

. The cublc alr space exceeds In seven In-
stances the min!mum required by law.These
dre In all cases church rooms, and were
these fitted up with good blackboards and
proper lighting they would be excellent.
Ir most Instances the closet conveniences
were not objectionable, although In five
their location was such as to make odors
from them certaln to be noticed In the
school rooms or corridors,

serfous Aspects.

The lighting in four only out of 30 Is
voted as ‘‘fair,” In the others it is “‘de-
fective” or ‘‘very defective.” The defects
are due to five different causes:

(1) Where churches are utilized the wih-
dows are usually narrow and too few, and
tn many instances have frosted or colored
glass, and in a number colored lights at
top and sides.

(2) ‘The proximity of windows to other
bulldings or trees.

(3) Low windows, as in the sheds, where
the position' of the shed makes the proper
location of windows impossible.

(4) The area of windows in basements.
In some roomy. basements, except as to
light and obstru€tions from steam pipes,
not more than three feet of window 18
above the ground level, and In some north
rooms the teacher has to make writing

pupils in the back benches.

(5) The cross-lighting In nearly all the
basements and sheds, and the blackboards
in shadow making it quite Impossible in

The heating in most Instances seemed
falr, but the season .made this impossible
of determination, It may be stated, how-
ever, that the heating with stoves in oue
cornet of the room. presents the:invariable

In very many. .cases, as In the sheds, the
wide window hinged at the boettom cannot
be opened in winter without a cold wave
pouring down on children nearby, while
in one instance the-furnace pipe was with-
in a foot of a seat, and in the sheds and
some basements a stovepipe passed within
a few feet of the chlldren’s heads. The
furnaces in the stores and dwelling houses
may warm, but as there were no fresh-air
boxes in some Instances there heating of
room and cellar alr Is inevitable,
Vitiated Air and Deteciive Lighting.

It will be seen with regret that not a
single room does in ail the several points
fulttl fairly reasonable requirements, 11
ample in air space they are defective in
liguung, It in  ugoting rair, then in- air
space and ventilation.

In some instances it was plain that some
intelligent care on the part of the teacher
in adjusting window curiains ‘woyld have
increused tue light, or lessened the evils
of cross lights, while in others the judicious

weather at the time of inspection, lessened
the evils of foul air. Bur such remedies
would be impossible In cold weatber. In
one instance where the alr was very foul
not a window was raised, while a door in-
to the attic space was tightly closed. 11
the greater nuinbér of instances, however,
the teachers seemed to keenly appreciate
the needs of the situation and were doing
their utmost to minimize evils. 1f, DOW-
ever, pale and wearied-looking faces are to
be taken as evidence, then it can omly Le
said that such Insanitary conditions are
producing results on both teachers and
children demanding a prompt and effective
remedy. 4

But, further, it may be sald that i® the
Influences of vitiated air and defeclve
lighting show themselves most prominently
in affecting the health of the teacher, whose
nervous energies are taxed to perform her
work under such circumstances, they like-
wiso affect that of the children under her
charge. It will be noted that in only two
or three schools is the lighting fair and In
most the air is bad or very bad. The Im<
mediate effects of foul alr are to Injure the
nutrition of the child. The appetite-and
digestion are disordered, and every Tlssue
and primarily the nervous system Is affect-
ed.
Since of all organs the eye, during wal%-
ing hours, is alone constantly in action, and
nature has given It and Its appendages
nerve supply from the whole or parts of
six out of the twelve pairs of cranlal
nerves, It will be apparent that defective
nutrition will most readily be produetive to
it of serious disorders. Indeed actual dls-
ease of the retina has been found te have
a direct relation to the poverty of the
blood, Actual medical experience bhas
shown that in 100 consecutive cases of
chronic headache 83.6 per cent. have been
relieved by correcting the eye straln by
proper glasses. What influence school work
has in producing such abnermal vision has
been illustrated by Widmark of Stockholu.
In 742 female puplls in the first forms he
found no myopla (short sight), while the
percentage of short sight in girls of 16
years was 33 per cent.

We may from such illustrations judge of
what effects are being produced in tacse
schools, first from the defeciive lighting
and second by the effect of foul air upnu
children, for whom the teaching ought to
be largely by blackboards. Teacher after
teacher tells the story of how pup.ls who
at first could see the blackboard from the
back seats have as time has gone on had
to be given seats neprer and nearer the
front. The eye strain soon proluces men-
tal weariness, and favorable results of the
teacher’s efforts capnot be locked for. The
general disturbance of the nervous system,
notably in girls, by eye strain must inevi-
tably produce effects lifelong in their unfor-
tunate results, and the continuance of the
existing state of affairs cannot be con-
demned too strongly, affecting, as it may,
the welfare of so large a number of child-
ren.

New Bulldings Imperative.

The extent of the need for a remedy for
those exlsting evils will be understood when
I state that 1510 children were in actual
attendance at the time of Inspec.ion,sor
one-twentieth of the total 80,000 Yublle
School population is unprovided with per-
manent school accommodation. =~ When It
is further remembered that the natural In-
crease of births over deaths in Toronto
means an annual increase of population of
1278 in 1896, it i{s plain that there must be
an annual expenditure for new buildings,
otherwise conditions now very bad will be-
come intolerable. From the gnnual report
of the Public School Board of 1807 I find it

in Toronto. There would not appear to
be any difficulty in closing a number of
these schools by taking action under the
Public Health Act, but T am assured by
the Inspector of Buildings that he has used
every endeavor to get public halls and
churches , instead of stores and private
houses, in several districts, but has failed.
There seems no “alternative, therefore, but
during the warm weather to allow these
schools to be continu>d where they are at
present, in order to prevent a loss of school
privileges to a very large number of child-
ren.

While suggesting this as a temporary ex
pedient, I would recommend that your .de-
partment should put in operation whatever
powers exist under the Public School Act to
bring about such a remedy for the state of
affairs herein indicated. as will be perma-
nent in its character. I have the honor

Matters of Detail.

{Appended to the report is a detalled ac-
count of the various evils complained of.
In Clinton-street school it was found that
each pupil had but 134 cubic feet of air
space, while the regulations call for 250.
g‘here was no ventilation, and the air was
oul.

Grace-street school gave but 111 ecuble
feet to each pupil, and on a dull day tne
children can’t see the blackboard, because
of defective lighting.

On Gladstone-avenue an old playshed ls
used as a school room. Each child has
but 110 cubic feet of air. Thé ventilation
is wholly inadequate, and the lighting bad.

The bhouse on Gladstone-avenue was
characterized 43 “the dandy of them all,”
Here the children have only 72 cubie feet
of air, the air is stagnant and the lighting
very defective.

The store on Dundas-street, used as a
school, is also inadequate. The air space Is
145 cubic feet per pupil; there is no play-
ground, and the light is extremely bad.

The northwest basement of Ryerson
school is perniclous in its bad ventilation.
Writing on the board must be at least three
inches long to be seen.

A private house is utilized on Pape-avenue
as a school. This Is literally packed with
children, the air is vitiated and the light
inadequate.

At Kew Beach a Sunday school room Is
used. Here the alr is very foul, the alr
space for each pupil being but 100 cuble
feet. There Is no ventilation.

Proceedings at the 1ith Annual Meeting
Last Evening - Reports of the ’
Year's Good Work,

Mr. W. R. Brock presided at the 11th
annual meeting of the Toronto Humane So-
clety, which was held last evening in the
Assembly Hall of the Temple Bullding.
The first report presented was that of Hu-
mane officer G. R. Chapman | (P.C. 03),
which was commented on very favorably
by several of the speakers. This report
noted 247 case nvestigated and dealt with
during the year, of which 114 were prose-
cuted, 88 offenders were convieted, 18 dis-
missed, 8 withdrawn and 133 advised and
cautioned. ;

Mrs. Anne G. Lavigny, reading the com-
mitteé's report, cited the great value. of
literature, and the good results obta'ned
from that Issued by the soclety.

Mrs. Wood, in moving the adoption of the
repcrt, commented on the 'growth of the
soclety since its Inception in 1837, and the
resalts accomplished.
