At a Comparatively Early Age the 
Great English Composer Has 

Passed Away.
London, April 1.—Sir John Stainer, or­

ganist, composer and writer on musical 

topics, is dead.

Sir John Stainer, M.A., was one of the 
leading composers of church music of the 
nineteenth century. His hymns, anthems, 
cantatas and organ compositions have been 
sung end played all over Christendom. He 
held many important positions In the must 
cad world of England. Born In London In 
1840, he was educated at St. Paul's Cathe­
dral Choir School, Christ Church, St. Ed­
mund Hall, and Magdaleu College, Oxford. 
He was a Mus. Doc. Oxon, D.C.L, and Mue. 
Doc., Durham,and Hon.Fellow of Magdalen 
College, Oxford. He held the position of 
ergauiet of Oxford University, and after­
wards of SL Paul’s Cathedral, London, be­
sides other like positions. He was knight­
ed to 1888, when professor Of music St 
Oxford University. Besides being a com­
poser he was a prolific writer on musical 
subject», and had one of the most com­
plete musical libraries in England. His 
hymns and anthems are sung in most of 
the churches of Toronto, and the cantata, 
"Daughter of Jalrus," Is well known here, 
being perpetuated by the beautiful duet, 
“Love Divine All Love* Excelling.
