MAKE IT EASIER

MUNICIPAL SLATE
URGED FOR BUREAU

Research Boa—;— Has Nearly
Completed Survey of
Public Schools.

At the annual meéeting of the To-
ronto Bureau of Municipal Research
vesterday, Father Minehan suggested
that the burean should wastablish it-
self “right in the eity hall and also
have a municlpal slate”” Dr, Hoérace
Brittain condemned the idea. The
department heads weras responsible
for the civic government and he add-
fd: “We have no reason tp be as-
hamed of the government of Toronto
as compared with other cities.”

The private bills eommittee of the

Against Southern Boundary.

Solicitor Spence, for the York town-
ship council, while he favored Mec-

York township council had not con-
sidered ' the maftter one way or the
‘other, explained Solicitor Spence.

British . Commissioner for

Ontario Visits Old Coun-

try Business Houses.

B W. Fleld, «g,ﬂe British trade com-
missjoner for Ontario, will be return-
ing to Toronto from the United King-
dom in 8.8, Olympie, leaving April
6. Mr. Field left Toronto in the mid-
dle of October last year, and during
his’ stay In the United Kingdom, he
has interviewed over 540 British man-
ufacturers Interested in trade with
Canada. He has addressed numerous
chambers of commerce, Rotary Clubs,
etc., and visited over forty factories
and plants. The principal commer-
cial and industrial centres in Eng-
land, Scotland and Wales were visit-
ed, and Mr. Field found a widespread
interest existing among British man-
ufacturers regarding trade conditions
and prospects of doing business in
the Dominion. It is anticlpated that
many United Kingdom manufactur-
ers will be visiting Canada this year,
with a view to establishing business
connections.

During the period of the British in-
dustries fair, Mr. Field was in atten-
dance at the White City, and met
many buyers from Canada. The ‘at-
tendance at the fal» was highly sat-
isfactory—nearly 65,000 visited the
Whkite City. Overseas b ers came
from fifty different coun ries, from,
Chile and Ch'na, from Sweden and;
Singapore. While the bulk of the
foreign buyvers came from Europe,
Holland, Switzerland, Belgium and
Scantiinavia being specially well re-
presented, the attendance . from the
Dominions was also considerable and
many American visitors were seen.
