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makes it necessary for him to retire from the Board, and that we
record and express to him our gratitude for the very valuable
services he, for the last seven years, has rendered the Society,
during which time as the honored and beloved President of the
Board, he has served with promptness, ability and dignity the
sause which we here represent.

Before proceeding to the election of the New Board the
retiring President drew attention to the desirability of electing a
few representative members among friends and helpers at a
distance, such as the Maritime Provinces, Ontario and Quebec
City, while of necessity the majority of members must be in this
City, which is the centre of operations.
