POOR OUTLOOK
FOR RAILROADS

They Need More lacome and
are Seeking to Advance
Rates

(New York Journal of Commerce.)

Very unostentatiously the railroads have
pet about raising rates, or rather rearranging
‘:hmnutlons so as to increase income. Per-
haps this movement will not raise the ire of
shippers; perhaps it will. The latest confi-
dential statements from responsible railroad
circles are most gloomy. It is said that
April has been extremely disappointing, so
far, and that the cutting down of expenses
which was practiced in the first quarter of the
year cannot go much further, so that net re-
turns are relatively worse today than they
were in February and March. This coin-
.gides with the best information obtainable re-
garding a fresh reaction in the iron and
copper industries. No great pains need be
‘taken to emphasize the meed of the railroads
for more income—it is notorious that few of
them are earning their dividends. It is ome
*hing, however, to recognize this and another

o agree to pay more burdensome freight
charges, for the hard times have not ‘hit the
railroads alome. The public—that is to say,
the shippers—may have something to say on
this subject. So topsy turvy are curremnt eco-
nomic arguments that it may not be regarded
as illogical to increase rates, not because the
demand for transportation is keen, but be-
cause business has fallen off.

. The per mile earnings of our railroads are
worse than the regular returns show. Inas-
such &s most companies have added mileage
during the last twelve months, the gross and
net decreases are all the more significant.
For example, Southern Railway has increased
its tracks by 50 miles, Louisville & Nashville

'MONEY NEEDED BY
JAPAN AND GERMANY

Two foreign nations are not comfortably
situated financially, namely, Japan and Ger-
imany. One has suffered gh war, the
other through preparing for war—for that
is at the bottom of these enormous German
and Prussian loans. Discussing affairs in
the Fatherland, the London ‘Economist”
says: “The decliné in trade has been more
marked in Germany ‘than at home, and as
German industries in the last few years
have borrowed freely from the banks, the
decline in commercial activity would have
a proportionate influence in bringing about
easier conditions, if the borrowed sums
could be repaid. Krupp's works at Essen
have recently (according to a trade circu-
lar of Messrs. Panckow & Co., of Ham-
burg) dismissed about 7,000 hands; the Ham-
burg-American line has about thirty steamers
lying idle;, and wages in Hamburg indus-
tries aré being reduced. These facts are
said to be typical of the whole country, and

TEMPERANCE AND
MORAL REFORM

Temperance Situation in Can-
ada is Particularly Prom-
ising.

(Ottawa Oltizen.)

Rev. Dr. Chown, of Toronto, general secre-
tary of the Methodist temperance and moral
reform fund and chairman of the campaign
forces of the Dominion Alliance, in Me-
Leod strest Methodist church last night pic-
tured a very bright future for the temperance
situation in Canada and Newfoundiand. In
Newfoundiand he said that there were, out-
side of the city of St. John's, not more than
three or four places in the entire island where
liquor could be secured. Complete prohibition
was in force in Prince Edward Island, and
no man could be elected there either for the
provincial legislature or the . federal house
who was not opposed to the liquor trade.

In Nova BScotia and New Brunswick the
outlook was also very encouraging. In Que-
bec there were more districts under prohibi-
tion than there were where liquor was al-
lowed to be sold. One of the strongest tem-
perance drganizations in Canada was that in
Quebec city led by the archbishop.

In Ontario there were never before such
prospects for so many battles as will be
fought next January, especially in the large
centres. In Manitoba he had been asked to
prepare a temperance policy for the Liberal
party. He had done so, and it had been
adopted by that party. It went to the prov-
ince on that policy. It was defeated, but only
by a small popular majority, and the strength
of the temperance cause in the province so
impressed the government that it has prac-
tically adopted this temperance policy. He
believed that after December 15 next 80 %ﬁt
cent. of the province would be under prohibi-
tion. i

The cause had an excellent outlook in Sas-
katchewan, and Alberta had the best license
lJaw in Canada. There would be. at least
$1,500,000 less spent on liquor next year in that
province than ever before. The prospects in
British Columbia were very bright. Dr. Chown
spoke of the movement in Great Britain in
the temperance cause, and in Bermuda,
where he had just been touring.
