DIVORCE IN STATES
IN ONE MARRIAGE
OUT OF TWELVE

Rate is Three Times Greater
Than it Was Ferty Years Ago
—World’s Figures

Naw York, Nov. 25—Federal statistics
in’ the matter of divorce. show that the
people of the United States are. severing
the marital tie at a rate of about one di-
vorce to every twelve marriages.

" The number of divorces granted in this
coupbpy- 1 was 9937. lorty years la-
ter, in ‘1008, the number was 72,062. Taking
the census years of 1870 and 1900 as a
basis for population, ' this" Wis! a- percent-
age_ingrease. of. fpom 28 to’" 43 per 100.000,
of population. e -rate of incréease’ Was
nearly three ‘times, and‘the evil has been
growing in eVen greater proportion during
the last half dozen years.

The movement, though occasionally
checked or retarded by commercial crises,
periods- of business aepression or other
causes, has been almost without exception
upward. In only four years, 1870, 1884,
1294 and 1902, was the divorce rate ior
the country as a whole lower than it was
in the preceding vear. The upward move-
ment, although varying in intensity in
different sections, has been general
throughout the country.

Divorce is far more frequent in the far
western states than in the east. ‘Washing-
ton has a long lead, with Montana a close
second. Colorado is third. Delaware has
the fewest in proportion with New York
and New Jersey next lowest.

It is not easy to account for the wide
variations in the divorce rates in differ-
ent states. New York with only 60 to
every 100,000 married persons, and Wash-
jngton with 523 in similar proportion. The
results are affected by a great variety of
influences. The composition of the popu-
lation as regords race or nationality; the
proportion of ymmigrants, and the coun-
tries from which they came; the relative
strength of the prevailing religions, and
particularly the strength of the Roman
Catholic faith.

‘The divorce rate is higher in the United
States than in any foreign country, ex-
cept Japan. Switzerland, which has the
highest rate in Europe, has less than one-
half our proportion. - According to the in-
ternational figures the number of di-
voeees per 100,000 of population is as fol-
lovgs:
