SCHOOL HISTORIES
PRAISED AND BLAMED

Department of Education Committee

Finds No Pro-British Propaganda
Plot. © !

(New York Times.)
Charges that publishers and writers
of school histories had conspired to en-

gage in pro-British propaganda were
held to be baseless in a report presented
by the committee of the New York De-
partment of Education, which has been
investigating the subject for six months.

The committee, however, taxed the
writers of textbooks for school use with
many faults. The fundamental mistake,
it was asserted, was the fact that the
writers frequently failed to appreciate
that they were writing for school chil-
dren. Their failure to grasp the limits
of their field led some into long con-
troversies which happened to interest
them, but were a waste of space in
school books, while others rode hobbies
in various ways.

Characterization of Jefferson as “a
demagogie, a liar and an atheist” was
outside the province of a school hook,
the committee held. Another complsint
the committee held to be just was of
failure to put life and action into the
deseription of stirring chapters of the
history of the country.

“The pupils in our public schools,” it
is declared, “should not be tauzht the
personal weaknesses of our national
leaders.”

“The specific findings and recommend-
ations of the committee may be found
in the stated aims in the report and m
the critical analysis of the subjects pres-
ented in the monographs. As a result
of careful consideration and discussion
of the charges as a whole, the commit-
tee agrees upon the following findings:

“There is no evidence to support the
charge that the text book writers whose
books were examined were intentionally
vinpatriotic. However, the paragraphs
