He also be­
queathed the following annuities : Lady 
Margaret Bickersteth, £300 for her life 
should She survive her husband or until 
she becomes tenant for life of the testator’s 
settled property; to the Countess of Ash­
burnham such an annuity (to commence 
from the death of the present earl) 
as will make her income from all 
sources to the yearly sum of £300; 
to Margery, Lady Huddleston (the daugh- 

! ter of Henry Huddleeton-Huddleeton) an 
annuity of £50 for her life! and to his ' 
steward, Edwin Jones, an annuity of £120 
for hie life, all legacies and annuities to 
be free of duty.
