The distinction between classes D and 
E is that in one class lines are carried one 
half mile frees of charge and in the other 
one-quarter mile. Class E. has not yet 
been autnorized by the commission al­
though it was established in 1909 or 1910.

The same flat rate was charged for 
classes D and E, the difference coming in 
the amount of mileage charged for phones 
outside the half or quarter mile zone. The 
rates under both classes were at least as 
low as in other companies. Mr. Winfield 
of Nova Scotia and Wm. Hall of New 
England, who had given evidence that the 
New Brunswick rates were slightly lower 
than theirs.

The toll charges of the company, he 
said, have been based on the distance by 
air ’line. The province was arbitrarily 
divided into blocks and the distance 
measured between blocks. The basis was 
sixty cents a hundred miles. This rate 
was adopted after its approval by the New 
York toll conference. The New England 
company charged a somewhat higher rate.

The company formerly figured its rates 
according to pole line measurement and 
the rate was about sixty cents per pole 
line. Their system was now the same as 
most of the other standard companies. 
In some eases where natural obstructions 
would prevent the construction of an air 
line a larger rate was charged, but not as 
high as the pole line rate would be.

Chairman—"Then your basis is merely 
a pious aspiration?” (Laughter.)

Witness—“We adhere to it as closely as 
possible.”

To Mr. Michaud the witness said that 
there were departures from the rate of 
ten cents for a ten mile message, owing to 
conditions existing on some lines when 
they took them over and other conditions 
which they had not yet brought into har­
mony with their basis.

Mr. Michaud said that his firm was 
charged the same rate of twenty-five cents 
■for messages from Buctouche to various 
points ranging from four to thirty miles.

Counsel for the company said that the 
schedule covered new rates which were 
-to be put into effect and did not affect 
rates which were fixed by contract before 
the company was placed under the juris- 
■diction of the commission.
