30,000 for the New Yew£ MAKING A- LIVING.{enlistments in the army and navy 1 
were so rapidly failing off that some­
thing had to be done to revive the 
war sentiment. Therefore the Europ­
ean war lords got together and in­
vented the Boy Scout movement, 
which Lord Baden-PoweH, the Czar 
of Russia and the Emperor of Ger­
many are persistently promoting.

I hope that every Canadian boy 
who reads thii will let Major-Gener- 
al-Sir-Robert-Stevenson-Smyth - Ba­
den-Powell understand that they are 
not anxious to have a defender of 
czars, emperors, kings, nabobs and 
plutocrats of Europe to come to this 
country for the purpose of inoculat­
ing our innocent youth with the vir­
us of war with all its unspeakable 
horrors and that we in Canada do
