President Refers to Increase in
Traffic--Additional Steamers
For the Pacific

Mentreal, Oct. 2. — At the annual
meeting of the shareholders of the C:
P. R. to-day the report of the directors
was unanimously adopted. Sir Wm.
C. Van Horne, E. B. Osler, H. B. An-
gus and Hon. L. J. Forget were Te-
elected directors. L

A resolution was passed authorizing
the lease of the St. Mary’s and West-
ern ‘Ontario railway. The issue of 4
per cent. debentures was authorized
for the following purposes: For ac-
quisition of the bonds of the Northern
Colonization railway, 34 miles, not ex-
ceeding $20,000 per mile; for an al-
ditional issue on the Sudbury branch,
not exceeding $10,000 per mile, for 226
miles; for two lake steamers, £180,000,
and one Pacific coast steamer, £125,-
000; for-the Regina-Saskatcon branch,
165 miles, and for the extension of the
Moose Jaw branch, 100 miles, at £4,000
per mile. . Theboard is authorized to
arrange for the comstruction or ac-
quisition of two additional steamships

For the Pacific Coast,

or to build tWo larger and faster boats
for the Atlantic service, transferring
the Empress of Britain and the Em-
press of Ireland to the Pacific and incur
the necessary capital expenditure there-
for. 2

:In moving the adoption of the re-
-port the president said: ‘“The twenty-
sixth annual report of the company,

which I have the honor, on behalf of |

the directors, to submit  for your ap-
proval, shows an increase in your
gross revenue from traffic of more than
$11,000,000 for the ‘year, but the effect
of an unusually severe winter and of
the enhanced cost of labor and ma-
terial is shown 'in the increased ratio
of working expenses to income. You
will have noticed by statements in-
‘ ¢luded in the report that the works of
improvement on different sections of
your system necessary to facilitate the
handling of your traffic have been vig-
orously prosecuted and that the outlay
for additional
Cargs and Locomotives
was particularly large. I may add that
since the close of the fiscal year there
has been no change in the policy of
your directors in' reference to these
matters. Indeed, unless the business
of the country has a serious and pro-
longed setback, and there aré no.pres-
ent grounds for such an apprehension,
circumstances will ‘make it necessary
to continue ‘these expenditures year by
year, but it may be on a somewhat re-
duced scale.

““To provide the required means, your
directors will at a future date ask you
to sanction an issue of balance of the
ordinary share capital authorized, as
and when required, but there are suf-
ficent funds in hand to meet all im-
mediate requirements. = In Ontario, al-
though the yield of wheat has been
satisfactory. the season. has not been
an auspicious one for other crops, and
in western Canada, where  you are
more largely interested, a very back-
ward spring has resulted in a shrink-
age of probably 25 per cent. ' in the
quality of marketable wheat, compar-
ed with last autumn.

“There will, however, be a very ¢ton-
siderable increase in the quantity of
oats and other grains, so that with the
higher price of wheat the farmers of
western Canada will receive in the ag-
gregate quite as much for their pro-
ducts ag they did last year. Because
of the late harvest and the consequent
delay in the

Movement of Grain,
we carried to the ports of Lake Super-
for during September only 1,381 car-
loads, as against 4,898 carloads in Sep-
tember, 1906, but notwithstanding this
large falling off in that class of traffic
your comparative weekly earnings have
thus far shown no diminution, and we
anticipate an extraordinary rush of
grain to the head of Lake Superior be-
fore the close of navigation,

Comments on the report in the
financial papers are generally compli-
mentary. Much attention has been
called to one or two articles in which
it is suggested that the directors should
bring before the shareholders the tan-
gible ‘'value of the company’s assets.
It ig not easy to do this with any de-
gree of accuracy, but it may be falr-
1y assumed that in the case of your
agricultural lands, as sales are made
and the area decreases the : value of
the remaining lands will be enhanced,
and as a consequence the 8,900,000
acres of the original grant still un-
sold will yleld on the average a price
per acre

Considerably Higher
than has heretofore been realized, with-
out in any manner obstructing settle-
ment or depriving the company of the
traffic advantages resulting from culti-
vation of lands tributary to your lines.

“Your landg in British Coluinbia are
of a different character, their main
value being in the standing timber
and the possibility of large coal de-
posits, although there are some areas
in the valleys suitable for cultivation.
During the last couple of years a con-
siderable “demand has sprung up for
these lands, and ultimately they will
yield a handsome return.

“By the end of the present season
61 miles of canals and ditches will have
been completed in the western section
of the irrigation block, sufficient to
give water to approximately 150,000
acres out of a total of 350,000 acres to
be served in that section, and the ulti-
mate cost of the work, which should
be finished next year, will' be in the
neighborhood of $6.50 per acre, in-

cluding the expenditure on the main
canal, which will be available in the
central and eastern sections as well.
While this expenditure gives a largely
increased value ‘to the irrigated: lands
the adjoining areas, greater in extent,

but tht'are above the ditches, cannot'
therefore be served by water, are be-
ing made available and are selling now

age of your sales. Thus far, your di-
rectors confidently believe not only will
your investments in the
Irrigation Canals

and ‘ditches be profitable, but a large
tract of territory along your main line
east of Calgary which by reason of
the uncertainty of rainfall would othér-
wise remain uncultivated, will be con-
verted inte a pléasing and productive
district.

“Your steamship lines on both the
Atlantic and Pacific oceans have mnot
cnly been directly profitable, but they
are very substantial - contributors to
the revenue of the railway by bringing
to it traffic that could not otherwise be

“It may be interesting to the share-
holders to know that with the excep-
tion of the discount on the original
$65,000,000 of common stock sold nearly
twenty-five years ago,. when few peo-
ple had faith in the ultimate success
of the enterprise, the aggregate of
all the capital stock and securitieg of
other descriptions appearing in the
balance’ gheet has yielded to your
treasury cash in excess of their face
value. Government and . municipal
subsidies, whether in the shape of con-
structed railway lineg or of mpney, and
the proceeds of the land sales, expend-
ed on the property, amounting in the
aggregate to more than one hundred
million dollars, have never been capi-
talized, nor are they included in the
balance sheet item ‘Railway and equip-
ment.’

Ag indicating how widespread is the
interest in your property and confi-
dence in your stock that prevails with
investors in Great Britain, on the con-
tinent and elsewhere, I might mention
that when the books closed for the Oc-
tober dividend there: were 11,203 or-
dinary shareholders whose respective
holding were fifty shares or less, and
from _information received through
banking and security = organizations,
whose own certificates are outstanding
against stock held in ‘trust for clients,
I estimate there are 3,000 other iavest-
ors of the same class, making .in all
upwards of 14,000 people whose indi-
vidual holdings do not exceed fifty
shares. Hence it would appear that
practically one-third of your entire
ordinary share capital is held by these

Small Investors,

There are now in .the service of the
company quite 74,000 officers and em-
ployees, with a monthly payroll of $3,-
700,vvv, and of the whole number of em-
ployees I am safe in saying that 70,000
are located in Canada. Estimating on
the ordinary basis of five persons to a
family, thes¢ would represent 350,000
souls, or more than one-twentieth of
the entire population of the Dominion,
and if thére be added men in rail and
rolling mills, lumber, car and locomo-
tive manufactories and other industrial
establishments who are engageq in the
manufacture of material in large quan-
tities for the purposes of the company,
I should say that one-fifteenth, if not
one-twelfth of the people of the coun-
try, directly or indirectly, receive ‘in-
come from: the company.

“The ' dividend from land interest
accounts will be- the same in-the cur-
rent year as it was in the last, -namely,
one per cent. in the two semi-annual
instalments " of one-half - per - ‘cent.

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EMPEROR RECEIVED _
 SECRETARY TAFT

Had Private Audieace With Japan’s
Ruer--300d Relations Be-
tween Countries

i

Toklo, Oct. 2.—William H. Taft, Am-
erican gecretary of war, officially bade
farewell ‘to Japan at 6.45 this evening,
and left the brilllantly decorated Shing-
bashi railroad station for Kobe amid
the firing of an artillery salute and
great display of fireworks. Officials of
the government, including the heads

of the army and navy, departments,
the staff of the American embassy, and
the municipal offiecers of Tokio assem-
bled on the. platform to extend their
best wishes for the health and success
of the distinguished traveler, during his
tour around the world. This afternoon
Mr. and Mrs. Taft, accompanied only
by Brigadier General Edwards, chief
of the bureau of insular -affairs, and
Frederick W. Carpenter, Mr. Taft's pri-
vate secretary, drove -in an ' imperial
carriage escorted by a troop of cav-
alry, to the Emperoris palace with all
the ceremony’ surrounding a royal re-
ception.

Entering the audience room, ' ac-
companied by Gen. Edwards, Mr.
Taft was greeted pleasantly by his
Majesty, who ‘invited the secretary to
accompany him‘to an adjoining room,
where they conferred in private with
the aid of an intérpreter, for ten min-
utes, after which they returned to the
audience room.

While the private audience was in
progress, Mrs. Taft was received by the
Empress. Both their Majesties show-
ed great cordiality in their reception
of the American visitors.

While no official statement of what
transpired at the private audience was
given out, the Emperor expressed his
friendlinéss for America and his ad-
miration of President Roosevelt, and
Mr. Taft assured him that their senti-
mentls were reciprocated by the people
of the United States..

After the audlence Mr. and Mrs, Taft
called on the Crown Prince - Yoshillo,
and upon Prince . Fushimi, the Em-
peror’s cousin, who visited the United
States in 1904, and then returned . to
the palace. On their arrival there Mr.
and Mrs. Taft were ushered into the
banquet room, where a luncheon was
served, the Emperor and Empress sit-
ting on one side of the table, and Mr.
and Mrs. Tatt opposite them. The
luncheon was most elaborate, the ban-
quet rbom being profusely decorated
with American and Japanese flags aad
red, white and blue flowers. The fa-
vors were of silver, exquisitely design-
ed.

After the luncheon Mr. and Mrs.
Taft bade farewell to their Majesties
and returned to the Shiba palace, their
headquarters, reaching there at about
3.30 p. m.. Count Hayashi, the foreign
minister, called on Secretary Taft and
had a long conterence with -him. The
Tafts' ‘carriages during the drive to
the station were preceded and fgllowed
by detachments of cavalry, and were
accompanied to the station by the*Jap-
anesc minister of war, Terranchi, Count
Hayashi and other government offi-
cials.

Mr. and Mrs. Taft will spend part of
to-morrow at Kyoto, visiting the tem-
ples and tombs there, and will con-
tinue their journey to Kobe the same
afternoon. The Minnesota will leave
Kobe for Nagasaki at 10 p. m. to-mor-
row.

The leading papers to-morrow will
publish .enthusiastic . appreciations of
the excellent results from the presence
here of Secretary Taft. The visit is
characterized as most opportune, and
as relieving all doubts and apprehen-
sions in the -matter of ‘the relations
between Japah and the United States.
It is the general feeling in Tokio that
the assurances of cordial relations so
forcibly given by Secretary Taft in his
just the
thing needed at this\. moment. The
Yokumin Shambun- will pay a high rti-
bute to Mr. Taft’s personality, and ex-
press its deep appreciation of the con-
fildence so widely inspired -by the Am-
erican secretary. This paper regrets
sincerely the anti-Japanese expres-
sions appearing in some American
journals, and it will suggest an ex-
change of visits by journalists and
members of the legislatures of the
countries, -saying such an undertaking
would undoubtedly prove a powerful
factor towards dispelling the suspicions,
misapprehensions and wrong opinions
held in America concerning the Jap-
anese.

Taft's Statement.

Tokio, Oct. 2.—S8ecretary Taft, on the
eve of his departure for Kobe, where
he will embark en the stéamer Minne-
sota’ for Manila, said: “The magnifi-
cent welcome accorded me by the gov-
ernment and people of Japan is the
most- positive sign of the good relation
existing between Japan and the United
States. I am confident that both coun-
tries will continue to be as friendly
as they have-been in the past, and not
afford 6ccasion for misrepresentation by
by anybody.”

TOURED THE ISLAND,

C, P. R. Officials Made a Run Over the
E. & N, Line Inspecting Country.

A party of Canadian Pacific railway
officials, including F. W. Peters, B. W.
Greer and Geprge Courtney has just
returned. from & tour of the Island
lines, and is in the city to-day.

An expansion of the ‘Island traffic
during the next few years is looked for
as a matter of course, When the policy
of the company, looking to the opening
up of new lands for settlement and the
tapping of prospective flells of indus-
try'is developed, there will naturally
be an increase of 'traffic over the B. &
N. and its branches, and the tour of
the officlals was made simply to
famillarize themselves with conditions
along the line.

Mr. Greer informed a reporter that
the purpose of their visit primarily was
to meet the board of trade wita respect
to the- freight rate question, and that
thelr tour of the Island ilnes had no
speclal significance.

C. E. Sontum, Canadian Commercial
", . Agent at Christiania, Tells of
©  Conditions.

The Canadian commercial agent at

Chr-istiania, C. E Sontum, thus de-
scribes  the harbest prospects and the
chances for trade under ‘date . of Sep-
tember 4th:
" Owing te continied rain and cold
weather, the prospets for a good har-
vest in the Scandinavian countries and
Deéenmark are now not as good-as .they
were a month ago. Although the quan-
tity of hay will be usually large, the
quality is less satisfactory, and in many
places .bad. As to:the cereals, these
have not got much further than they
wers a month agd, the fields still stand-
ing green in most places with small
prospects of ripening. Still if the
weather becomes settled and it does not
freeze during September, there may yet
be a fair cereal crop harvested, but the
chances are utterly small.

The apple crop of Norway may beg
considered entirely a failure this year, ¥
partly on account of the cold summer
and partly on acount of damages done
by insects in the spring. For this rea-
son there will likely be imported quite
considerable of apples to Norway dur-
ing the coming winter, on which the
Canadian' exporters of apples should
have their attention.

SULTAN ANXIOUS FOR
““PEACE IN MOROCCO

Desires to Co-operate With France
and Put an End lo
Anarchy.

e

Paris, Oct. 2.—M, Tazi, brother of the
Moroccan finance minister; who arrived
here yesterday frorh Marseilles to ne-
gotiate a loan on the jewels of the Sul-
tan of Morrocco, for money to meet
war expenses, in an interview to-day
declared the sultan honestly desired to
co-operate_wi&h France and put an end
to the staté ’of . anarchy existing in
Morocco, and for that reason had.in-
vited the French minister, ‘M. Reg-
nault, to visit him”at Rabat.

M. Tazi added. that .the sultan, his
ministers and the enlightened Moors,
under the bitter experience of the past
few years, are convinced of the neces-
sity for reforms. The opposition there-
to comes from the ignorant.people and
the ‘nomad- tribes.

The sultan, as the religious chief of
the Moors, alone has the power to de-
clare a holy war, but instead of so do-
ing, he has condemned the aetion of
the rebels, who by their attacks on
disturbances at
Morocco City, caused the occupation by
the international troops of Casablanca
and its vicinity.

M. Tazi alsg said the sultan desired
an understanding with France in re-
gard to his brother, who was reported
to be gathering an army to march on
Robat. HIis $upporters were chiefly
heads of Bedonin tribes who were en-
tirely ignorant of European affairs,
and  who imagined that the peolicy of
arraying the powers against each
other could bé continued. The sultan
needed money to pay his disaffected
troops and others, and Tazi insisted
that it was to France's interest that
he be furnished with resources to re-
store order; which he considered to be
the first step towards reforming Moroec-
co. Prohibiting the landing of contra-
band from Spain and Belgium was, in
Tazi’'s opinion, the second step to be
taken, after which the 'international
police should be oxganized.

Seek Protection.

Casablanca, Oct. 2.—Representatives
of the Bedouinn tribe to-day. formally
complained to General Drude, the
French commander, that they had been
attacked and their camp raided by hos-
tile Moors since their submission to the
peace terms, and asked for the protec-
tion of French troops. The general re-
plied that the attacks had  occurred
beyond the radius of French action,
adding that he thought if the Bedouins
were strong enough to attack the in-
ternational -troops’ they should be able
to defend themselves against the na-
tive enemies.

Madrid,, Oct,: 2.—The Spanish minis-
ter at Tangier has -left for Rabat to
interview Sultan Abdel, to. whom he
will present a pair: of superb horses
the gift of King Alphonso.

DARING ROBBERY
IN TERMINAL CITY

Thief Who Snatched Tray of Dia-
monds From Store Cap'ured
After Exciting Chase.

Vancouver, . Oct. '3,—A bold robbery
occurred at 1 o'clock to-day. The thief
snatched a tray containing $4,000 ‘worth
of diamonds from -Broadhead’'s jewelry
store, in the centre of the .city. He
rushed away down the crowded street,
heading for the rallway yards with po-
liceman and many citizens in pursuit.
Two civilians captured him just after
he had thrown away the diamonds in
his efforts to escape. He gave his name
as George Ward, and sald he arrived
from Seattle this morning.

DISAPPEARED IN SEATTLE.

Seattle, Oct, 3.—When R. W. Wood,
proprietor of a cigar and confectionery
store at 2415 First avenue, disappeared
recently, it was supposed that he was
on a spree and would return soon, His
friends now fear he has met with ser-
fous mishap.

Wood came to Seattle ten weeks ago,
purchased a cigar stand, stocked it
with cigars and tobacco which he ob-
tained on credit.
