Three Hours’ Struggle Ends in
Ringleaders Being Lodged
in Jail.

Yorkton, Sask., July 16.—Acting un-
der imstructiong from the provincial
government to have the Doukhobor
ringleaders conflned in a . compound
committed to jail, Inspector Junget de-
cided to make a raid this morning in
the darkness when ten mounted po-
lice, under Sergt, Vickery, armed with
warrants to arrest six men and six
women, proceeded to carry. out their
orders. The Doukhobors fiercely resist-
ed, and the whole band, sixty in num-
ber, turned to the assistance of the
twelve, A pitched battle was fought be-
tween the police and the Doukhobors,
during which the latter made a free use
of sticks of cordwood or whatever wea-
pons came handy,

After three hours fierce struggling the
police effected the arrests and over-
powered the balance. The six women
receiving the sentence were quietly dis-
patched in wagon to Canora on their
way to Prince Albert jail. The six men
will be distributed threughout the dif-
ferent jails in the province. This is a
part of an experiment to see the effect
on those left behind, and is thought to
be the beginning of the breaking up of
the whole “band.

RECORD NUMBER
OF STEAMSHIPS

IMMIGRATION FIGURES
SHOW PORT’S GROWTH

Entries From Foreign Ports
.During June Greatest Yet
Recorded.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Breaking all recerds for the total
number of steamships entering in a
month from foreign ports the figures
for June this year show that 104 were
inspected by the immigration officiais.
For years the. growing importance of
Victoria as a port of call has been
clearly evidenced by the returns of the
immigration - department 'and last
month’'s figures show a greater ad-
vance over previous months than has
ever before been recorded.

During June the number of steam-
ships entering from foreign ports, in-
cluding, of course, the ‘regular pas-
senger service to Seattle, was 104 and
on these vessels there were passen-
gers totalling 22,022, of whom 18,607
landed here. . In June last year 81
steamships from foreign ports entered
here, having a total of only 13,717 pas-
sengers on board of whom 7,843 landed
here.

The almost astounding increase ' In
the traffic to Victoria as shown by the
above comparisen clearly evidences the

But the Story of the Wise and
Foolish Virgins Lives
To-day.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

“When the Canadian reciprocity
commission appealed to the American
Congress ten years ago, I did all in my
power to aid them in their efforts te
secure the reciprocity treaty between
Canada and the United States. I re-
gret that the effort failed. The repub-
lican party being in contro] unholding
high protectionist principles would not
agree to this programme.

“I favor now taking down the tariff
wall and making intercourse between
Canada and the United States as free
as it is between the different states of
the Union. If we cannot bring that
about now then reciprocity between
the two countries should be agreed
t<apon. ‘The interests of Canada and the
United States being identically the
same it seems fo me that it is only a
question of time when in the interests
of both countries they will unite under
one general government and Canada
become part of the great American Re-
public.”

The above interesting statement was
made to the Times this morning at the
Empress-hotel by Herman Ridder, pub=
Jisher of the leading German newspa-
per of New York, the, “Statts-Zeitung,”

Mr. Ridder was the leader in the re-
cent investigation of the' pulpwood
combine. He left New York last week
for Chicago and Denver; and, before
the Denver convention, endeavord to
induce W. J. Bryan to withdraw his
candidacy for the presidency, on the
ground that he could not carry New
York state, and therefore could not
win.

Ag president of the American News-
paper Publishers’ Association, Mr.
Ridder on June 27th last, petitioned the
president of the United States on the
paper trust question. In @a long ad-
dress he reiterated the facts of the
rise in paper for printing purposes at-
tributed to the trust and quoted fig-
ures for the president’s information,
and detailed the convictions that had
occurred against certain paper makers
of the United States. The convictions,
however, do not appear to have les-
sened’ the trouble for in the final clause |
of the letter he says:

“In view of the seeming ' immunity
of individuals, the inadequacy of pen-
alties and the apparent hopelessness of
relief, does not. this situation require
drastic treatment? May we neot ask
you to bring these law-breakers to|
