POULTRY IN SUMMER.

The following practical poultry advice
is given by K. C. Hare, chief of the
poultry division of the Dominion de-
partment of agriculture:

It is most profitable to dispose of old
hens before the moulting period. There
is then a ready market for fowls on ac-
count of the scarcity of chickens. If the
hens are held until- fall they will not
realize as great a profit as they will this
owing to the reduction of the
market price for fowls and the loss of
flesh in moulting. All male birds should
be sold in the summer and . cockerels
used for breeding the following season.

The advantages of retaining the early
pullets for fall and winter egg-produe-
tion have been repeatedly stated. Early
pullets will lay in their first year five
times as many eggs as old hens. The
cost of feed will be practically the same
for the pullets as for the hens. The
be cosres-
pondingly greater. The most promising
utility-type pullets should be selected
now, fed liberally so that early winter
laying may be encouraged, and later on
placed in comfortable winter quarters.
Transferring mature pullets to a strange
pen defers egg-production,

For poultry farming the utility type
of breeding. fowl should be seleeted. "i'his
type of fowl cam be had in- the preper
breeds,, Plymouth Rocks and Wgyan-
dottes. Utilitg~tiype fowls sheulil be
broad, blocky and of medium 'siz- and
weight (natur¢ weight, cock, sevun to
eight and a half peunds; hen, five and a

be full, broad and& carried well forward.
