PREMIER BALFOUR’S

The ‘Defence’ of ‘Afghatistan and Re-
armament Are Problems Which
Face the 'Army.

London, Jan. 13.—Premier Balfour
was entertained at dinner at Glasgow
last night and devoted much of‘his af-
ter-dinner speech to the recent army and
pavy reform. He made no mention of
the , abolition of dockyards. The two

had to deal, Mr. Balfour said, were the
defenice of Afghanistan  and rearma-
ment, which involved a. cost:as much
as any continental -nation was able to
bear. . Whien this was completed the
British: army would be in. advance of
that of any other mation,

COontintting, Mr! Balfour said the fault
with the Empire was not that it was too
small, but that it was too = great and
powerful, and at the same time under-
developed. . One of fthe greatest prob-
Tems before the ‘country was that of de-
velopment and the conmtry was only just
beginning to realize the: importance of

der the British flag.
‘to the Dogger Bank affair. = He said
Great Britain was leading in the meve-
ment looking to the world’s peace, and
in the case of the Dogger Bank incident
had ekirted the precipice of Wwar and a
small want of tact would have been a
discredit to civilization.  In conelusion,
Mr. Balfour urged that it was the duty
of all Britons to bufild up the machigery
by Wwhich the stromger union with the
colonies could be produced.

Referring’ to the dangers of particu-
larism and imperfect development of the
Empire, Mr, Balfour instanced the Unit-

“Fortunately for themselves,” he said,
“our brethren -across the Atlantie had
the sense to see what was an absolute
necessity for them, so that America is
row in rank among the greatest, if not
the greatest, naftiom in the world. We
hev a emilar task and far greater'dif-
ficulties before us than ever beset the
great statesmen whe daid the foundations
of the American republic; but though I
do mot pretend to offer a solution I do
not believe them to béd altogether insup-
erable.” { ;

—But he’
had no doubtof the energy with -which-
the - éffort’ 'shéuld - be made towards a
forward movement. For his own part

held the great ideal which he saw before
him then swecess with purblind, narrow-
minded, unimaginative persons, whose
